To our Valued Subsistence Prime Vendor, Market Ready, and Produce Suppliers supporting the Southwest Asian Region:
On October 31st, 2004, your contracts are scheduled to migrate to BSM.  In May, 2004 a new contracting tool called the DLA Pre-award Contract System (DPACS) was implemented along with numerous other changes.  The changes that will affect your contracts will include the following:
a.   Contract Numbers 

The third position of all existing Subsistence contracts in this region will change from SP0 (Zero) to SPM.   This will be true for any new contracts awarded in SAP after your scheduled date of migration.
b.   DLA Internet Bid Board System (DIBBS)

On May 3rd 2004 the DLA Internet Bid Board System (DIBBS) replaced the Procurement Gateway System for items that have migrated to DLA’s BSM Program.  DIBBS is a web-based bulletin board repository and DLA solicitations will be posted on DIBBS.  In order to register on DIBBS, you will need to go to https://www.dibbs.bsm.dla.mil . 
  Registration is required to receive a logon account and password.  DIBBS registration also contains an optional “Vendor Directed Solicitation Notification” feature.  If suppliers experience difficulties while in DLA DIBBS, please contact the help staff at DibbsBSM@dla.mil.    In an effort to avoid lost business opportunities please register as soon as possible. 
d.   DFAS Address Change 

All invoices are to be submitted electronically.  In the event that you need to submit a manual invoice, your invoices should be mailed to the following DFAS address after your contracts migrate to BSM:

e.   Vendor Pay Inquiry System 
In November 2003, all invoices received by DLA’s BSM Program were made visible on the Vendor Pay Inquiry System (VPIS) website. You are now able to view information on the processing of all your DLA invoices. VPIS is now the most efficient way to confirm your invoices have reached DLA. 

In addition to being able to view BSM invoices, some additional features VPIS offers are: 

(1) VPIS now has a “Receipt Date feature,” enabling you to view when invoices have been received by DFAS. Look for the “Invoice Received” field once you have accessed your invoice. This screen provides detailed information about your invoices. 
(2)  BSM is now able to pay for partial receipts within a contract line item, as well as partial invoice lines within a multiple line invoice. As a result, you may see more than one VPIS invoice per contract number.
