The Federal Catalog System con-
tains over 112K non-U.S. NSNs
from 25 NATO Countries. The
United Kingdom tops the list with
nearly 40K, Germany at nearly
24K and Canada with over 16K.
The 5" and 6th digits of the 13
digit NSN contains a North Atlan-
tic Treaty Organization (NATO)
Code. U.S. NSNs are coded with
“00” and “01”.
