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DLA STRATEGIC MATERIALS
Energy Awareness Program

Purpose
On March 19, 2015, Executive Order 13693-Planning for Federal Sustainability in the Next Decade was signed and released to the public. This Executive Order (EO) mandates employees of the federal government to maintain Federal leadership in sustainability and greenhouse gas emission reductions. Federal leadership in energy, environmental water, fleet, buildings, and acquisition management will continue to drive national greenhouse gas reductions and support preparations for the impacts of climate change. It therefore continues to be the policy of the United States that agencies shall increase efficiency and improve their environmental performance in order to help us protect our plant for future generations and save taxpayer dollars through avoided energy costs and increased efficiency, while also making Federal facilities more resilient. 
In support of the policy, the head of the agency is required to promote building energy and water use conservation, efficiency, and management by doing the following: 
· Reducing agency building energy intensity measured in British thermal units per gross square foot by 2.5% annually through the end of FY 2025; 
· Implementing space utilization and optimization practices and policies; 
· Reducing federal greenhouse gas emissions by 40% over the next decade
· Ensuring that at a minimum, the following percentage of the total amount of building electric energy and thermal energy shall be clean energy: not less than 10% in FY 16&17, not less than 13% in FY 18&19, not less than 16% in FY 20 & 21, not less than 20% in FY 22&23, and not less than 30% in FY 25 and each year thereafter
· Reducing agency potable water consumption intensity measured in gallons per gross square foot by 36% by FY 25 through reductions of 2% annually 
· Installing appropriate green infrastructure features on federally owned property to help with storm water and wastewater management
· Diverting at least 50% of non-hazardous solid waste
· Promote electronic stewardship by establishing and implementing policies to enable power management and other energy efficient features
As DLA Strategic Materials is dedicated to creating a safe, sound, and environmentally friendly work environment for its employees and customers, this program serves as a guide to help make steps towards achieving the energy related goals presented in EO 13693. Energy and water conservation management is based on the premise that: readiness and training of our armed forces must be maintained, well-being of soldiers will be maintained or improved, decisions will be based on life cycle economic analysis and accepted conservation practices, and ongoing energy and water awareness programs are required to achieve energy savings. 


Scope
Energy and water consumption in DLA Facilities can be reduced through low-cost, common sense management actions, and preventive maintenance. This program serves as a guide for complying with initiative actions, strategies, goals, mission, and vision. This program also serves as a guide to generate energy efficiency ideas that lead to reductions in energy consumption, to shift the organizational culture toward energy efficiency, to help employees understand the benefits of working in an energy-efficient workplace, and to promote the idea that individuals can make a difference. This Energy Awareness Program applies to all DLA Strategic Materials personnel and facilities. Hard copies of this program will be maintained on I am the key. 
Definitions
Energy awareness: to understand the fragility of our environment and the importance of its protection
Energy conservation: the act of saving energy by reducing a service
Energy efficiency: saving energy, but keeping the same level of service
Energy Conservation
Energy and water consumption in DLA facilities can be reduced through low-cost, common sense management actions, and preventative maintenance. The following techniques can be used in order to conserve energy: 
· Establishment of location specific energy and water management plans and policies
· Establishment of an energy awareness through informing personnel of energy conservation methods
· Establishment and performance of scheduled maintenance activities on building systems that impact energy and water consumption
Location Specific Energy and Water Management
Each DLA Strategic Materials employee will utilize the suggestions in this program to the maximum extent possible. Each depot will record and track energy and water consumption related metrics on a monthly basis. These metrics will be evaluated annually for progress related to the overall goals of the Federal Government. 
Energy Conservation Methods
The following methods can be used in order to assist in the conservation of energy and water at the DLA Strategic Materials facilities: 
· Turn off exterior lighting except when it is essential as required by safety and/or security regulations by service specific requirements
· Ensure all electrical equipment and appliances are turned off when not in current use and during non-duty hours, including: 
· Computers
· Lights
· Monitors
· Speakers
· Printers
· Copiers
· Fax machines
· Other related items
· Unplug appliances that aren’t currently in use or mission essential, including: 
· Phone chargers
· Cable boxes
· Computers
· Printers
· Coffee Makers
· Microwaves
· Other related items
· Conduct leak detection tests to identify and schedule repairs for leaks
· During the heating seasons, leave shades and blinds open on sunny days and close them at night to reduce the amount of heat lost through windows
· During cooling seasons, close shades and blinds during the summer when air conditioning is in use
· Print only when necessary and print double sided
· Keep air vents clear of paper, files and office supplies
· Turn off water sources when they are not in use
· Conserve fuel in GOVs
· When the GOV can accept E-85 fuel, use this alternative fuel when available 
Performance of Schedule Maintenance Activities that Impact Energy and Water Consumption
DLA Strategic Materials employees will schedule maintenance activities as needed in order to ensure that energy and water are conserved to the maximum extent possible. This includes maintenance scheduling for the following activates:
· Sink/pipe leaks
· Frozen pipes
· HVAC services
Energy Efficiency
Energy efficiency is one of the easiest and most cost effective ways to combat climate change, clean the air we breathe, improve the competitiveness of our businesses and reduce energy costs for our customers. The U.S. Federal government is the nation’s largest user of energy, and has both a tremendous opportunity and an acknowledged responsibility to lead by example in saving energy. The following methods can be used in order to assist in the improvement of energy and water efficiency at the DLA Strategic Materials facilities: 
· Replace incandescent lights with energy saving LED lights
· Use a power strip with occupancy senor control for all external devices to ease and consolidate turning off the devices
· Increase water efficiency for domestic water consumption by using water saving fixtures and appliances
· Include energy efficient requirements in procurement initiatives
Responsibility
Responsibilities for maintaining and implementing are as follows: 
· The Environmental Branch Manager is responsible for the overall operation and administration of this program.
· Distribution Facility Managers are responsible for the implementation, evaluation, continuing maintenance, and effectiveness of the program at their respective depots. 
· Employees shall be responsible for completing training, as necessary, that complies with the procedures outlined in this program, and informing their supervisor of any problems related to this program.
· Employees will also be responsible for upholding their role as defined in this program as stewards of the environment. 
Training on this program will be conducted annually by representatives identified by the Environmental Branch Manager.
Training
Employees will be trained annually on energy awareness and how they can contribute to this effort. 
Why is this Important?
Implementation of energy efficiency and conservation measures in daily operations is essential for reducing energy consumption and costs. Federal leadership aspires to build a clean energy economy that will sustain our prosperity and the health of our people and our environment for generations to come.
