1.4  Security





  The security of AIMS is built around the login and the ORC assignment table.  The table is Center-unique, contains the logins of all Inventory Managers (IMs) and the ORCs of the items assigned to a particular IM. When the IM logs onto any PC, AIMS is programmed to ensure that only the assigned items are loaded for the specified IM/ORC. To ensure continuity of security, personnel should never divulge the assigned login password to another person.  This precaution will ensure that unauthorized personnel do not tamper with another IMs assigned items.  AIMS does permit the designated and authorized person to temporarily reassign ORCs.
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
