SECTION 5  DATA DISPLAY AND RETRIEVAL PROCEDURES











5.1  Available Capabilities





  The IM has the capability to access the RB with accompanying header, analysis and detail/trailer information contained in the AIMS data base.





5.2  Data Base Content





  The data base consists of data extracted from mainframe files, SAMMS Management Policy Tables, and those Management Policy Tables which have been created for AIMS.  The data base will reflect the Center’s policies with regard to RBs, and some of the specific characteristics of those RBs.





5.3  Access Procedures





  To access the AIMS data, it will be necessary for the IM to download data from the DMINS to the Personal Computer via the LAN.  The IMs will choose the appropriate selection from a Center option menu, enabling them to log onto DMINS and perform the AIMS file transfer/download.





5.4  Display and Retrieval Procedures





  Downloading data is necessary to retrieve data from the UNIFY data base to display on AIMS screens.  Retrieval of stored information can be done by accessing the archived RB data which will be implemented in a later release.  The archived RB data contains a permanent history which the AIMS System has collected from various transactions which have been generated and released to SAMMS.  All related data will be available for approved RBs, whereas an abbreviated amount of data will be available for canceled RBs.





5.5  Recovery, Error Correction, and Change Action Procedures





  AIMS does not add any new error codes and procedures to the current SAMMS process.  The same Violation Reason Codes are applicable for errors occuring in the batch transactions generated by AIMS for SAMMS entry.  A corrective action or change must still be approved by Defense Logistics Agency Headquarters and sent to the Central Design Agency (CDA) in the form of a System Change Request (SCR).  Functional, and ADP personnel will then analyze the SCR to develop and implement the appropriate solution.





5.6  Termination Procedures





  The IM will choose the exit option from the RB Main Menu and then the exterior AIMS screen to terminate AIMS processing.
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
