SECTION 6  DATA UPDATE PROCEDURES











6.1  Frequency





  a.  Data updates from the user occur whenever an RB has reached the highest level of approval authority (necessary for that dollar value).  The transactions associated with that buy are accumulated and batched at the DMINS level.  They are released to SAMMS once a day.





  b.  Data refresh is a system-initiated process to update data.  The frequency of a particular kind of refresh will be determined by each DSC in accordance with the frequency of Requirements Cycles run by that Center. A Cycle Refresh is run following a Requirements Cycle, whereas a Noncycle Refresh is run during a noncycle day immediately following the last multidaily distribution input.





  c.  Updates to Management Policy Tables (MPTs) will be done on an as-needed basis by the DSC Management Support Office and/or other authorized personnel, as appropriate.





6.2  Restrictions





  a.  Transactions/updates to SAMMS can be initiated by any IM, as long as the user's login identity corresponds to the Output Routing Code(s) (ORCs) assigned to that particular user on the ORC Assignment Table.





  b.  MPTs are updated only by authorized personnel.  This authorization is restricted to personnel assigned to the DSC Management Support Office and the applicable supervisor(s) for the designated MPT.





6.3  Sources





  The sources used to obtain the data that will make up each update include:

6.4  Access Procedures





  Data must be downloaded from the DMINS to the PC.  Then, the data base can be manipulated by using AIMS to display the necessary screen information.





6.5  Update Procedures





  The IM initiates an update to SAMMS by simulating a change in the value of a data element, accepting this changed value, and requesting a transaction to be prepared for ultimate submission to the system.  This batch transaction will then update the value of the appropriate data element.

6.6  Error Procedures





  Error procedures are basically the same as those used in SAMMS with regard to transactions. Violation Reason Codes will appear for any invalid transactions.





6.7  Termination Procedures





  The IM will choose the exit option from the RB Main Menu and then the exterior AIMS screen to terminate AIMS processing.
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
