SECTION 7  AIMS TABLE UPDATE AND DISPLAY PROCEDURES







7.1  Available capabilities



  Designated users have the ability to access, and change the AIMS Management policy tables which are described in paragraph 3.1.



7.2  Data Base Content



  The AIMS Table Data Base includes information which is primarily keyed in and maintained by center personnel.  The information contained in this data base is required by the AIMS tables for proper functioning of the system.  In many cases this information reflects policy information necessary for a particular center’s needs.



7.3  Update and Display Procedures



  In order to update, and display data it is necessary to access the Unify data base directly.  Environment variables setup for access and actual table access procedures are displayed are detailed in paragraphs 7.5 and 7.6.



7.3.1  Change Action Procedures



  Care must be exercised on any changes made on AIMS tables.  Though there are certain built in validations, certain changes can cause problems during end-of-day processing.  See Section 3.1 for information on specific tables.  Table changes will not reflect in the current production environment until after the end-of-day programs have been run.  The actual screen developed to build and modify the data base is detailed in section 7.6.



7.4  Termination Procedures



  User will exit the screens using ^U which will back the user up one screen, choosing F10 will exit from  the application.

To ensure that these variables are always set , please include them in your .profile (if your SHELL is set to /bin/sh) for you .login (if your SHELL is set to /bin/csh)



To change a value at the csh prompt type the following for each variable that needs to be changed:

                           setenv UNIFY /app/unify/lib



To change the PATH, you have to go into your .profile or .login, change the value and sign off of the DMINS and back on.
