No function or arrow keys, other than the typewriter keyboard keys, are used in the VI environment.  In this option, only the center or typewriter keyboard is used with these keys moving and functioning in the manner indicated on the VI REF.  Movement is always preceded by the depressing the ESC (Escape) key and then depressing the keys representing the desired function mode or the direction of movement for the cursor.  The ESC key clears the system to accept the new mode of operation and should always be struck between each different function.  The ESC key may be used as often as users want or deem necessary without causing any harm to the processes or processing.  When any SQL has been completed and saved, users return to the other menu options which are one finger, user friendly types of operations that have been used throughout.

  c.  This printout is the other essential item to successful SQL writing.  Users must learn to read and to use the Schema Listing properly in order to write the edit the actual SQLs.  As mentioned earlier, movement and use of this schema is vital towriting queries.  The relationship between the Long Names (LONG NAME)s in the right-hand column and the Records (RECORD/FIELD)s or the Filenames, left-hand column, is vital to formulating SQLs.  Additionally, the relationship between the Type (TYPE) and the Reference (REF) columns is very important for proper writing of all executable SQLs.  SQLs must be identified in their primary form as they appear in the schema configuration, such as, Combined (COMB) is listed in the TYPE column for a Long Name as having a REF number in the REF column, and it must be written in its primary or base Long name form exactly as it appears in the Record/Field file where the reference number appears in Field with 

an asterisk.  This means that a data element in any file must be written for that file with a period after it, then, the separate part(s) that make up combined elements.  For example, Long Name WSDC_CON_NO_KEY in the contwsdc File has COMB in the type column and is made up of the three data element cont001a_wsdc001a(WSD), cont001a_wsdc001b (SVC), and SAIF_CONT_NO.  To access the WSD part of the WSDC_CON_NO_KEY, the long name contwsdc.cont001a_wsdc001a is used.

  a.  The users will build an SQL by performing the following steps using both the Schema Records (always in lower case)/Long Names (always in Capitals) and the VI Reference keyboard movements that the user has printed out for this specific purpose.  The VI Quick Reference movement functions are all located in the type writer portion of the keyboard.  Users move from one function to another as specified on the VI Quick Reference by depressing the ESC key between each and every different function or change in direction/application used in writing SQL scripts.  The ESC key may be depressed as may times as needed to ensure that the user is in the proper mode for what is being done.

  b.  Select, From, and Where are the three basic statement functions and/or steps required for writing an SQL.  In the select statement, each element in the query is fully identified by naming it first by its Records/Field and second by the Long Name separated only by a period.  The Record name is always written in lower case letters and the Long Name is always written in upper case/CAPS with a period (no spaces) between them.  Each SQL is ended with a slash (/).  The Select step involves the naming of the data elements deisred on the report from the Long Name column in the schema.  When the data elemtn has been identified, it must be written so that it is completely recognizable by the VI Editor.  For example, suppose a report is desired which shows all the NSNs for a specific manager.  The writer will find the data elements in the Long Name column that are required and write them together with the Record name where found separated only the a period, as follows:

    *Select  nsndata.NSN, nsndate.ORC (record is in lowers, a period, and Long Name in Caps.)

  c.  These fully identified data elements and any other data desired on a report is written in a similar manner after the select statement.  Full, total identification as shown above is necessary because the same data element can and does appear in several files and, therefore, the element must be clearly and unmistakably identified.  For example, a Long Name data element appears in the BODATA File.  Therefore, it must be defined by labelling the data element from the actual file from which each data element is taken.  The from statement must represent whatever record or file the systm must go to in order to find/obtain all of the data.  This statement must include all files that are needed to perform both the select and the where functions statements.  Proceeding with the above, write a from statement as follows:

    from nsndata (Record/file -- always in lower cast).

  d.  The where statement is the step which identifies any qualifications or conditions desired concerning the way a user wants data extracted from the files for inclusion on the specific query report.  The where statement is not always necessary or required for an SQL depending on what the user is trying to compile in a report.  In some cases, an asterisk (*) spaced after select *, which means all records, is used in the select statement.  No where statement is required in this case, just the select and from statements as in the example below:

    select * from wsgcdata/.  (This statement says to select all records from the WSGC Record or file.)

  e.  There is no need for a where statement placing conditions or criteria on data selected since we are selecting all records data.  Now, let us return to the original SQL we are writing from above from which we are going to have some conditions set on data selected from the nsndata file.  We are going to get all NSNs for a specific manager.  We will place our conditions in the where statement of the SQL.  Where specific criteria is specified, as an NSN or an ORC, that information is placed within single apostrophe (') marked as follows:

4.5  RECOVERY AND ERROR CORRECTION PROCEDURES

  a.  Appropriate contingency plans will be developed and maintained for this project and Weapon Systems.  These plans shall aim to minimize losses during emergency situations and to provide reasonable continuity of data processing support should events occur which prevent normal operations.  The overall contingency operation plan will clearly identify those mission features not supported by backup and recovery plans.  This plan will be in sufficient detail to permit continuing evaluation of the adequacy of the project.

    (1) Reference DLAM 4140.2, Volume II, Part 1, Chapters 1 and 51 (for an overall SAMMS Modernization development of System Specifications). 

    (2) Reference DoD-STD-7935, Figure 3-01.

    (3) Any backup or fallback requirements for Weapon System segments of SAMMS Modernization will be identified in the references as stated.  During formal technical review of the detailed design of the system and subsystem, a structured walk-through will determine if the functional and technical requirements are feasible, practical, and satisfy the complexity and high risk factors to accomplish the assigned task.  In the event these measures do not meet said requirements, a fallback to contingency alternatives will occur.

  b.  There are various error messages that may appear on the screen:

  (1) <Invalid Response!  Try Again.> - Indicates that an incorrect choice or no choice (a blank) has been left at the PC terminal or cancel selection on the Welcome Screen.

  (2) <Invalid Selection.> - Indicates that an incorrect value was entered in an option field.

  (3) <Invalid Weapon System Designator Code!> - This is an example of in-correctly entering the wrong code within a specific field.

  c.  There are several keys that may be used to change an action.  Note the bottom line key options which may be used on any given screen.

    (1) If there is a menu bar stating CANCEL F5, then when depressing the F5 key, the user is able to back out of the impending action.

    (2) If there is a menu bar stating MENU F1, then when depressing the F1 key, the user is able to return to the previous menu.

SECTION 5  TERMINAL DATA UPDATE PROCEDURES

5.1  FREQUENCY

  When the Weapon System monitor adds, changes, or deletes transactions, these actions occur immediately on the Weapon System Data Base.  There is, also, a refresh process that updates the Weapon System Data Base records after the mainframe files have been updated.

5.2  RESTRICTIONS

  a.  All Weapon System monitors and DLA HQs personnel authorized to update the Weapon System Data Base.

  b.  The Weapon System Data Base may be updated by any allowable trans-action at any time.  The refresh cycle is run at the discretion of the DSC local policy, usually on a weekly basis for most applications.

  c.  Weapon System monitors are able to add, change, or delete WS1 records/data.  The weapon system monitors can also to delete NSNs from Weapon Systems as well as change any NSNs WSEC/WSMC information.  They are, also, allowed to change certain data on the WSDC records.  Author-ized HQ DLA weapon system personnel perform all of the actions that the DSC weapon system monitors are allowed.  In addition, HQ DLA only can add or delete WSDC records (including Service/activity codes authorized for participation) that DSC Weapon System monitors are not allowed to do.

5.3  SOURCES

  a.  The refresh process is used to update the NSN key information on the WSSP data base files.  These data base files are updated as a result of the changes recorded in SAMMS mainframe files.  Requirements daily Job USRZ90 initially strips Weapon System trailor information off of the Supply Control File (SCF) to create WS1 records.  Additional NSN infor-mation and data is obtained from the SCF, Backorder File, Due-In File, and Provisioning History File.  Appendix F contains a complete listing of SAMMS mainframe and DMINS job flows.

  b.  Program USRZZ90 does the initial offload from the SAMMS files to the WSSP data base.  USRU50 refreshes the WSSP data base from SAMMS files on an as required basis.  USRB36 downloads WS1 and WS3 data from the daily validation to the WSSP data base.  USRU45 downloads provision-ing history data from SAMMS files to the WSSP data base.  The USRU46 job downloads the F-112, F-112A, and F-112B Reports from the SAMMS Files to the WSSP data base.  The USRW10 job processes File uss.usrxd271 which is sent from the DMINS to the Host (Main frame) via RJE (Remote Job Entry).  This program causes update to the Supply Control File, NIRF, and Weapon System Master File with the Weapon System Indicator Code (WSIC), and process transactions as appropriate (e.g., WS1s, WS3s, YQFs, etc.). 

  c.  The Master Record File for the Weapon System Data Base is developed by DLA HQs.  This establishes the Weapon System Designators and the detailed information about them.  As a final note, WS1 trans-actions do not use the refresh process as their source of update.

5.4  ACCESS PROCEDURES

  The sequence of steps required to access the data base are identical to the steps found in paragraph 4.3, Terminal Access Procedures.

5.5  UPDATE PROCEDURES

  The update procedures are identical to those written in paragraph 4.4, Terminal Display and Retrieval Procedures.

5.6  RECOVERY AND ERROR CORRECTION PROCEDURES

   Information for this section is the same as that in paragraph 4.5 above.  In addition, herein are some examples of restoring a deleted record to the Weapon System Data Base.  For example, a monitor may accidently delete a WS1 record and/or decide that it was an incorrect decision.  If the NSN has not been deleted from the data base, then the WS1 record associated with that NSN can be added again immediately back onto the data base.  If an associated NSN has been deleted, too, then recovery time takes longer.  The NSN and the WS1 record is created by any authorized user when they add the identical record back again.  The transaction which is created is then processed through a Requirements daily cycle.  If the NSN is matched to a NIRF, then the NSN and WS1 record are added to other transactions to be downloaded to the Weapon System Data Base.

5.7  TERMINATION PROCEDURES

  The termination procedures are identical to the instructions found in paragraph 4.6. 
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
