                                 TERMS








AGE OF ITEM CODE - (AGE-ITM-CD)





  A code indicating whether an item is a new or an established item for use in mechanical forecasting of demands.





ADMINISTRATIVE LEADTIME - (ALT-DAYS)





  The time interval, in days, between the date of the supply control file information indicating a need for procurement and the award of an order or contract to a vendor.  This time interval includes both the time required to review the supply control study and the time required to award the order or contract.  The administrative leadtime is used for procurement purposes and this time interval is limited to the time interval between citation of the purchase request and the award date.





DIRECT BUY INDICATOR - (DRT-BUY-INDTR)





  A code indicating that the item manufacturer is a participant in the direct buy program.





FUTURE SUPPLY STATUS CODE - (FUT-SSC)





  A code indicating that a catalog change action has been initiated to change a supply status code on a future effective date.  The code reflects the future supply status code of an item.





ITEM CATEGORY CODE - (ITM-CTGY-CD)





  A code indicating whether an item is to be managed as a replenishment demand type item or as a Numeric Stockage Objective (NSO) item.





NUMERIC STOCKAGE OBJECTIVE QUANTITY - (NSO)





  A quantity established as a numeric stockage objective item for items demanded, or expected to be demanded, too infrequently for stockage on a replenishment demand basis but justified for stockage to attain greater military effectiveness.





PRODUCTION LEADTIME - (PDLT)





  The time interval between the placement of a contract and the receipt into the supply system or purchased materiel.





QUARTERLY FORECAST OF DEMAND - (QFD)





  The forecasted recurring requirement for the current quarter and for each subsequent quarter when program change factors are not applicable.  When an item is coded as an established item, this forecast is used when computing recurring requirements and for various time periods, such as, procurement leadtime, procurement cycle, and balance PTFS.

ROUTING IDENTIFIER CODE - (RIC)





  A three digit code that identifies a specific supply and distributionorganization as to its Military Service/Activity or Governmental ownership and its geographical location.





WEAPON ITEM DATA TRANSACTION - (WS1)





  This transaction identifies item applications required in support of any designated Weapon Systems to establish, add, change, or delete an NSN item and/or data elements of the NSN on the Weapon System Data Base file.





WEAPON ITEM DATA STATUS TRANSACTION - (WS3)





  The transaction is computer generated in response to a WS1 transaction and is used to inform the submmitting Military Service/Activity of the status of an original, new, changed, or deleted action to the specific Weapon System item record.





WEAPON SYSTEM ADVICE CODES - (WS-ADV-CD)





  An advice code (action code) that is used by Service or Activity Weapon Systems Managers or Service/Activity ICPs to transmit specific information on applications to DSCs data base records about weapon system items.





WEAPON SYSTEM DESIGNATOR CODE - (WSDC)





  A code assigned by jointly by HQ DLA and Services/Activities to identify selected Weapon Systems in support of weapon system applications in the WSSP.





WEAPON SYSTEM ENHANCED SAFETY LEVEL - (WS-ENHCD-SFTY-LVL)





  An additive, quantitative level to the Supply Control Levels process based on assigned criticality which ultimately interacts as a reflection on Stock Replenishment Recommended Buy function.





WEAPON SYSTEM ESSENTIALITY CODE - (WSEC)





  A code used to express the determine essentiality of this item to a particular weapon system for the specific WSDC Service.





WEAPON SYSTEM GROUP CODE - (WSGC)





  An internal code used to define, to a greater extent, the criticality of any particular weapon system to a Military Service/Activity.





WEAPON SYSTEM INDICATOR CODE - (WSIC)





  A code used in the WSSP which identifies the value of a Weapon System Support Item application within the DLA WSSP in relation to the system, to the Service/Activity, and among other applications for a particular weapon system as well as additionally indicating the optimum level of intensified management required for the item.

WEAPON SYSTEM MAINTENANCE CODE - (WS-MNT-CD)





  A code used by the Services to classify the degree to which reparability/maintenance for a specific part/item affects the end item or weapon system operability.





WEAPON SYSTEM MANAGER - (WS-MGR)





  The Service/Activity ICP assigned the prime support responsibility for selected weapon system.





WEAPON SYSTEM STATUS CODE - (WS-STUS-CD)





  A code used by DSCs to convey information regarding the status of their Weapon System applications to Services/Activities Weapon System Managers or Service/Activity ICPs, as applicable.





WEAPON SYSTEM SUPPORT ITEM - (WS-SPT-ITM)





  A DLA managed item identified as supporting selected Weapon Systems encompassed by the WSSP.





WEAPON SYSTEM SUPPORT PROGRAM - (WSSP)





  A DLA program to identify DLA managed items supporting selected weapon systems and apply special management emphasis to optimize the availability of items from stock to high quality and reliability.
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
