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ADDITIONAL HISTORY

  Either ICP or storage activity history transactions from the current QLR COD minus the seven day infloat back to the previous QLR reconcilia-tion date.  Infloat period for the current cycle is excluded as it has either been received or identification received that there is no storage activity infloat history.  However, this includes the infloat period for the previous QLR reconciliation date.  If there has been no reconcilia-tion with the storage activity, the maximum history period is three months.  This still includes the additional six days of what would have been infloat.  If the reconciliation is over six months ago, the full history period is limited to six months (including the extra six days for infloat).

DATE OF RECONCILIATION END (DORE)

  The last day of the QLR cycle.  It is the Monday before the second Tuesday of the calendar month.  It will always be in the next calendar month from when the cycle started (QLR COD).  For example, when the QLR COD is in January, the DORE will be in February.

FULL HISTORY

  Either ICP or storage activity history transactions from the current QLR COD back to the previous QLR reconciliation date.  This includes the infloat period for the previous QLR reconciliation date.  If there has been no reconciliation with the storage activity, the maximum history period is three months.  This still includes the additional six days of what would have been infloat.  If the reconciliation is over six months ago, the full history period is limited to six months (including the extra six days for infloat).

HISTORY AGGREGATE TOTAL

  The accumulated unmatched infloat transaction totals from ICP and storage activity history, which have been posted to only one set of records.  There are separate totals computed for the ICP and storage activity.  These totals are applied to the respective cutoff balance to try to resolve balances discrepancies.

INFLOAT HISTORY

  Either ICP or storage activity history transactions for the infloat period.  

INFLOAT PERIOD

  This is the timeframe during which transactions may be intransit between the ICP and storage activity.  The timeframe consists of the QLR COD and the six days prior to that day for a total of seven days. 

LINE ITEM LEVEL

  Consolidation of the Ownership/Purpose Code and Type Asset Code Levels to the National Stock Number/Condition Code Level.

LINES NOT PROCESSED (LNP)

  This is an ICP balance at the Line Item Level that did not get adjusted with an accountable storage activity balance at the Line Item Level.  There are two possibilities when this could happen.  If more than one Federal Supply Class for a National Item Identification Number on history was received from the storage activity, the balances cannot be adjusted.  The second possibility is when the balances are not equal between the DSC and the storage activity, history is needed from both systems to determine the amount of adjustment required, and the history is not received from the storage activity.  

QUALIFYING TRANSACTION

  Selected balance affecting transactions extracted from the ICP and storage activity history, which are applicable to the current QLR.  The transactions must be identified in DLAM 4140.2, Volume II, Part 1, Appendix C-4 to be included. 

QUANTITATIVE LOCATION RECONCILIATION CONTROLS

  These controls have two purposes.  First, they are utilized by the automated QLR system to control execution throughout the cycle.  They are also used to provide visibility to ICP personnel of the status of storage activities throughout the cycle.  

QUANTITATIVE LOCATION RECONCILIATION CUTOFF DATE (QLR COD)

  The second Tuesday of each month.

QUANTITATIVE LOCATION RECONCILIATION CYCLE

  This time frame spans from the close of business on the second Tuesday through the close of business on the Monday before the second Tuesday of the next month.

RECYCLING

  Due to the type of reconciliation required in the QLR process, all transactions in a transmission from a storage activity must be received before releasing to the comparison processes.  If it is determined, using package controls, that an entire package is not received, the received transactions will be held (recycled) by the QLR process for up to two days.  During this time, there is no visibility of the package by ICP users.

SUSPENSION

  An error identified by the QLR validation processes that may be reviewed by ICP personnel and deemed appropriate to release for processing.  This type of error causes a package to be held in suspension until ICP personnel take action or the suspense period expires.
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
