CHAPTER 1  SAMMSTEL SYSTEM PROCESSES

SECTION 1  NETWORK OPERATING PROCEDURES

1.1  PURPOSE

  a.  To delineate responsibilities of each participating operational user entity in keeping the network in an operational status.

  b.  To delineate the procedures to follow in keeping the network operational and efficient.

  c.  To identify DLA organizations that should be contacted for suspected system software or network problems or for questions on functional data returned by inquiry responses (training).

1.2  APPLICABILITY

  SAMMSTEL is the online, or teleprocessing, portion of the DLA Standard Automated Materiel Management System (SAMMS).  The SAMM System, which operates at each of the five DLA Supply Centers (DSC), maintains many files, some of which may be accessed by remote activities (those not a DSC).  The procedures contained here are applicable to the DSCs, DLA and remote activities utilizing the SAMMSTEL System.

1.3  GENERAL

  a.  Hours of Operation - Although SAMMSTEL is operational on a 24-hour basis at all DSCs, most terminals are taken off-line during nonprime duty hours (periods of nonuse).  Hours of operation are susceptible to change by each DSC.

  b.  Network Responsibilities and Architecture

    (1) Remote activities are responsible for the operation and maintenance of terminals located at their site.  Messages are entered into the network and are forwarded to a designated DLA Center selected at sign-on time (e.g., /BC0ICOC).

    (2) The DLA Field Support Office at DSDC is responsible for the COMTEN operating systems that will interface the terminals to the 

SAMMSTEL System and control the movement of messages in the network.  A network control center has been established at DSDC to assist users with any problems they may encounter with the DLA network.  Call DSN 850-8080.

    (3) DLA Centers are responsible for monitoring communications operations.  The systems manager at the various centers may be reached as follows:

    (4) DSDC-F is responsible for the INTERCOMM software at the DLA Centers and maintaining the necessary tables to accept inquiries into the SAMMSTEL processes.  The systems manager may be called on DSN 850-9078.

    (5) DSDC-P is responsible for the design and maintenance of the SAMMSTEL application processes.  DSDC-RD is responsible for developing and maintaining the documentation of this handbook.  Any issues, questions, or suggestions concerning the functionality of this publication may be addressed to DSDC-RD, DSN 850-9693.

    (6) DSDC-I is responsible for the security environment.  For assistance in gaining access to any SAMMSTEL application, DLA users should contact the local DSC Security Office.  Anyone outside DLA should contact the local DSC Security Office at each of the supply centers.  That office will provide a user identification number and will activate the account.

    (7) DASC-WDM is responsible for supplying copies of this publication.  Submit DLA Form 173 or DLA Form 173a (Multiuse Requirement/Requisition).  For assistance in this area, call DSN 427-1252 or 427-1272.

    (8) Systems problems, if encountered, should first be reported to the DSC SAMMSTEL Technical Representative at the IPC and second to  DSDC-SS.  DSDC-SS may be reached for assistance on DSN 850-9632.

1.4  PROCEDURES

  a.  The normal network operation will be Monday through Friday, except regularly scheduled Holidays.  Any deviations will be coordinated by DSN among the activities involved.

  b.  Planned system or network interruptions or outages during normal operational hours:

    (1) By Remote Activities - If a remote activity plans to interrupt network usage (e.g., to perform preventive maintenance on equipment), no special action is required.  Any messages which would have normally been transmitted will be held in the terminal queue until the site is active.

    (2) By a DLA Center - Planned interruptions to the SAMMSTEL operation by a DLA Center will be broadcasted to the remote terminals.  The message will identify the center, the time the interruption will occur and the approximate duration.

  c.  Resuming operations after a planned interrupt or outage:

    (1) By Remote Activities - No special action is required other than normal equipment initialization, unless the sign-on action is not acknowledged.  In this event, it will be necessary to contact the applicable Nodal point in the DLA network by DSN for action relative to the COMTEN.

    (2) By a DLA Center - The remote terminals will be notified by a broadcast message from the center when terminal operations are restored to normal service.

SECTION 2  GENERAL INFORMATION

2.1  TERMINAL SIGN-ON

  a.  Activate the terminal as follows:

    (1) Rotate the on-off/brightness control to adjust brightness.  The unit should not be switched off and on; it should merely be dimmed when not in use to prevent phosphor burn on the screen.

    (2) Ensure that printer is turned on.

  b.  Sign-on Procedures:

    (1) To sign-on to the SAMMSTEL (INTERCOMM) application at a Center, key in the appropriate VTAM Logon Application ID as follows:

    (2) After signing on, the ESS Template will appear on the screen.  The format of the Template is as follows:

  c.  Signoff Procedures:

    (1) To signoff the system depress the PF9 key.  The PF9 key may be implemented in one of two ways.  One method will put up the ESS Template screen.  At the USER ID, key in LOGOFF and you will be taken out of the application.  The other method will take you directly out of the application without the intervening ESS Template screen.

    (2) If you receive a message that you do not have the authority to issue the Verb SPLU, you will have to key in SECU,SIGNOFF to get the ESS Template screen.  You should then notify the Information System Security Officer (ISSO) at the Center you are trying to access for them to give you Account ID the authority to issue the Verb SPLU.

    (3) SAMMSTEL operates under the control of the INTERCOMM Extended Security System (ESS).  ESS identifies users of SAMMSTEL, controls access to the system, and controls what transactions users can enter.

    (4) ESS identifies remote SAMMSTEL users with an eight position account ID.  The format of the account ID is:

      (a) Positions 1-3 - The MILSTRIP Routing Identifier Code of the site where the terminals are located.

      (b) Positions 4-8 - The terminal ID.

    (5) ESS requires each user to sign-on to the INTERCOMM monitor prior to entering inquiries.  The procedure used to sign-on is as follows:

      (a) Enter the account ID of the terminal where you are working in the User ID field of the template.  For example, if you were working at terminal C5201, located at the Aviation Supply Office in Philadelphia, you would enter N32C5201 in the User ID field.

      (b) Depress the ENTER key.  A sign-on completed message should appear.  If it does not, then depress the CLEAR key until the message does appear or some type of error message appears.  Do not attempt to sign-on again.  The format of the sign-on completed message is as follows:

    (6) If you want to change locations (inquire at another center), you must sign off INTERCOMM before switching sites.  To do this, use the following procedure:

      (a) Depress the CLEAR key until the NO OUTPUT QUEUED message appears on the screen.

      (b) Depress the ERASE INPUT key.

      (c) Depress the PF9 or (or SF9) key.  An ESS Sign-on Template will appear on the screen.

      (d) Enter LOGOFF in the User ID field of the ESS Sign-on Template and depress ENTER.  The following message will appear on the screen.

        ENTER MAF SWITCH CHARACTERS OR DEPRESS CLEAR

      (e) Depress the ERASE INPUT key and repeat the network sign-on for the new location.  Repeat the ESS sign-on procedures and you are once again ready to enter inquiries.

    (7) If a terminal remains inoperable after signing on and another terminal in the area is operable, using the operable terminal, key in TPUP,TPUXXXXX (XXXXX represents the identity assigned to the inoperable terminal; e.g., TPUP, TPUC5203) in the upper left corner of the screen and depress ENTER.  This should enable the inoperable terminal.

2.2  PRINTER CAPABILITY

  a.  Each terminal is supported by an assigned printer.  Printouts are available through the local mode and through program design for selected inquiries.

  b.  For Harris Terminals only:  Hard copy printout can be obtained of all data displayed on the CRT screen through use of the local mode on Harris terminals.  The printer is assigned internally giving the operator no option in this mode.  It is activated by keeping the shift key depressed while depressing the System Function 20 key (SF20).  If the printer is ready, the data on your screen is sent to the printer and your terminal is free to perform additional operations.  If the printer is busy, input inhibited indicator will light.  When the printer is no longer busy, the data is sent to the printer and the input inhibited indicator turns off.  If the printer is not ready, both the input error and input inhibited indicators will light.  If so, the printer may be turned off.  After enabling the printer, depress the RESET key and retry.

  c.  Most inquiries are designed to send an internal reply to a printer by filling in optional fields in the input screen.  A 2 or 3 inserted into the output mode field will trigger a reply to a printer.  If a two position printer ID is entered, the reply is sent to the selected printer (e.g., 59 would be PF900).  If no printer ID is entered, the reply defaults to the second and third position of the CRT (e.g., C5502 would be sent to P5500).

2.3  INPUT-OUTPUT SCREEN STANDARDS

  a.  The time and date appear in the upper right corner of the screen.  A page number is added for output screens.

  b.  Messages appear on the bottom three lines of the screen.  When instructions are issued to notify the System Manager, a print of the screen should prove helpful when calling for assistance.  The balance of the message will give details as to the nature of the problem.

  c.  Access codes, referred to as verbs, are entered in the upper left corner of the screen to activate the selected input screen.  It is necessary to enter a comma as a separator when other characters are adjacent to the verb before depressing ENTER.  The system is designed to return the input format for the process which is relative to the output screen currently displayed by depressing ENTER.  It is only necessary to enter the verb when a new process is desired.

  d.  Any unprotected data field on an input screen may be altered after it has been filled, prior to the point ENTER is depressed.

  e.  Any protected field cannot be altered.  An attempt to key into a protected field will result in an error and input will be inhibited.  This will make it necessary to depress the RESET key to free the keyboard before proceeding.

  f.  Optional fields are indicated by an asterisk.

  g.  The cursor automatically skips to the next data field to be entered when the previous data field is filled.  If less than the maximum number of characters are entered into a field, the cursor must be repositioned manually to the next field.  Should too many characters be entered in the last field, the keyboard will lock, making it necessary to reset the keyboard before continuing.

  h.  Input edit errors are identified by highlighting the fields in error along with a numerical listing in the message area.  The cursor is placed at the first position of the first invalid field.  Corrections may be made by keying over the invalid fields.  Any other field may also be changed before reentering the screen.

  i.  Any process may be terminated by clearing the screen and/or entering a new verb in the upper left corner of the screen.

2.4  PAGING PROCEDURES

  a.  An inquiry may result in several screen images of reply and each screen image is considered a page.  The first page is always displayed and all subsequent pages saved for browsing until the next inquiry is processed.

  b.  The next page in sequence may be displayed by depressing the PA1 key and the previous page will be displayed by depressing the PA2 key.  Additional page request commands may be entered in the upper left corner of the screen as follows:

    PAGE,N     (Requests Next Page)

    PAGE,N,4,  (Requests Fourth Page After the Current Number)

    PAGE,P     (Requests the Previous Page)

    PAGE,P,2,  (Requests Second Page Before the Current Number)

    PAGE,C     (Requests Current Page (e.g., If Lost Erroneously))

    PAGE,L     (Requests the Last Page of a Response)

    PAGE,S,7,  (Requests Specific Page Number Seven)

2.5  EQUIPMENT MAINTENANCE

  a.  SAMMSTEL operators should ensure each workday that the system is working or that trouble is reported when it occurs.  Although your local service representative is available to perform maintenance as required, a quick check of the equipment in accordance with the operator's manual may eliminate the need for a service call.

  b.  Common sources of trouble encountered are as follows:

    (1) An interruption in power making it necessary to reload the controller.

    (2) Local print feature not operable.

      (a) Printer not ready due to power off, not selected, or lack of forms.

      (b) Keyboard not reset after input inhibited condition.

  c.  The CRT screens should be cleaned periodically using a lint free disposable wiper and antistatic cleaner.

  d.  Refer to the printer manual for instructions relative to ribbon replacement or adjustment and loading of paper.

2.6  EXPLANATION OF TERMS

  Many of the terms used in this handbook are DLA terms only and may be unfamiliar to the user.  Appendix A defines these terms.

SECTION 3  INQUIRY PROCEDURES (STIM)

3.1  MENU REFERENCE

  A quick reference of the various processes is available to the operator in menu form.  The menu relative to inquiry processing may be displayed by the Verb STIM.  The CRT screen will display the following menu:

3.2  ACCESS TO INQUIRIES

  The inquiries that are available to remote locations are controlled by the INTERCOMM Extended Security System (ESS).  Any problems in this area should be resolved by your Security Representative.  The following sections contain detailed instructions relative to the applications which are available to users.

SECTION 4  SAMMSTEL COMMODITY CODE DESIGNATION (SCOM)

4.1  PURPOSE

  This inquiry/update provides the capability to determine access to Medical or Clothing and Textile Files when signed-on to the Defense Personnel Support Center.  Once a terminal is signed-on to a particular commodity, it will remain this way until the next update.

4.2  INPUT PROCEDURE

  a.  Key in Verb SCOM and depress ENTER.

  b.  The CRT screen will display the following format:

  b.  An unsuccessful entry will result in an error response which will make it necessary to repeat the procedure.

SECTION 5  SAMMSTEL STATISTICAL INQUIRIES (STSA/STST)

5.1  PURPOSE

  SAMMSTEL Statistical Reports are a management tool which provide specific information on a terminal, User ID or process (transaction) basis.  The reports are available in full or restricted capability format and may be displayed on the CRT or printed.  The Verb STST provides the capability for the terminal operator to obtain restricted statistics on their own terminal only.  The Verb STSA can be used by the manager to obtain statistics on all terminals or All User IDs.

  a.  Individual terminal statistics for a specific process or all processes.

  b.  Total terminal statistics for a specific process or all processes.

  c.  Remote (non-DSC) terminal statistics for all processes by terminal.

  d.  Local (DSC) terminal statistics for all processes by terminal.

  e.  User ID account statistics for a specific process.

5.2  INPUT PROCEDURE

  a.  SAMMSTEL Statistical Reports are accessed by keying in the Verb STST or STSA in the upper left hand corner of the screen.

    (1) Upon entry of STSA, the following inquiry screen will appear:
