HQ DLA INTERNAL TERMS





  The following terms are internal to HQ DLA.  A brief explanation of the term is included here.  If further definition is required, or the exact codes, the full definition can be found in the referenced manual.





ACTION CODE





  This code is used in the SAMMS Technical Information Storage and Control Application (TISCA) Suspense File process to control and identify the type(s) of actions generated and pending to acquire/provide technical documents which are/are not available in the DSC repository.  (Reference DLAM 4130.3, Volume II, Part 12, Appendix A-43.)





ACTION DECISION CODES





  These codes define the search pattern for an item when screening for stock availability across the Defense Supply Centers (DSCs), supply support complex and provide system flexibility in processing of requisition type documents by DSC commodity requirements.  (Reference DLAM 4140.2, Volume II, Part 3, Appendix A-71.)





CATALOG STATUS CODE





  Catalog Status Code is the applicable MILSTRIP Status Code corresponding to the Type of Change Code.





CIVIL ENGINEER SUPPORT PROGRAM (CES)/COMMERCIAL ITEM SUPPORT (CIS) PROGRAM INDICATOR CODES





  This code is an indicator of eligibility for either the CES or CIS programs.  (Reference DLAM 4140.2, Volume II, Part 3, Appendix A-25.)





CONSIDERATION CODE





  This code indicates whether or not consideration was received for extension of a Contract Delivery Date (CDD).  This is a mandatory entry when the Contract Delivery Date field contains an entry.  (Reference DLAM 4715.1, Volume I, Part 2, Appendix A-3.)





CRITICALITY DESIGNATOR CODE





  A code assigned to each contract by the contracting office in accordance with Federal Acquisition Regulation (FAR) 42.1105.  (DLAM 4715.1, Volume I, Part 2, Appendix A-3.)





�DATA REQUIRED CODE





  This code is used to identify the type of data the Technical Information Storage and Control Application (TISCA) will provide in response to Internal Technical Information Requests.  (Reference DLAM 4130.3, Volume II, Part 12, Appendix A-27.)





DEMAND VALUE CODES





  A categorization of items based on the dollar value of forecasted annual demand.  This code is the second digit of the Fund Classification Code (FCC).  (Reference DLAM 4140.2, Volume II, Part 3, Appendix A-85.)





DESIGNATOR CONFIRMATION CODE





  This code is used in Internal Technical Information (YB8 transactions) to confirm the number submitted is either a Document Number, Part Number, conconfirmed Document/Reference Number or a National Stock Number (NSN).  (Reference DLAM 4130.3, Volume II, Part 12, Appendix    A-47.)





DISTRIBUTION STATEMENT CODING





  This code is used for marking technical documents, including production, engineering, and logistics information, to denote the extent to which they are available for distribution, release and dissemination without additional approvals or authorizations.  (Reference DLAM 4130.3, Volume II, Part 12, Appendix A-108.)





DOCUMENT DATA CODE





  This code identifies the type of document indexed in the Technical Information Index File.  (Reference DLAM 4130.3, Volume II, Part 12, Appendix  A-9.)





DRAWING LOCATION CODE





  This code is used in the Technical Information Index record to identify the specific location of where a drawing is stored.  (Reference DLAM 4130.3, Volume II, Part 12, Appendix A-16.)





EFFECTIVE DATE OF SUPPLY (EDOS)





  This is a multipurpose field.  It contains either the EDOS, the minimum order quantity or zeros.





ESTIMATED SHIP DATE





  The date materiel is estimated to be shipped when the requisition has MILSTRIP Status Code BB or BV.





FRONT-END SCREENING HISTORY FILE INDICATOR





  Code Y indicates that the Front-End Screening History File exists.

FREEZE INDICATOR CODES, NATIONAL STOCK NUMBER OR BALANCE FREEZE





  This code is used to indicate the type and extent of the freeze on a specific NSN; on all NSNs in a family group; on all NSNs within a Federal Supply Class (FSC) with a specific Inventory Category Code; or at a specific location/ balance.  (Reference DLAM 4140.2, Volume II, Part 3, Appendix A-73.)





FUND CLASSIFICATION CODES (FCC)





  This code serves to identify the fund accounting classification used in accounting and to classify the transaction for management analysis.  The second position is the Subprogram or Demand Value Code.  (Reference DLAM 4140.2, Volume II, Part 3, Appendix A-60.)





FUTURE SUPPLY STATUS CODE (FSSC)





  On the effective date the FSSC will become the current Supply Status Code.  (Reference DLAM 4140.2, Volume II, Part 3, Appendix A-50.)





GEOGRAPHIC AREA CODE OF SHIPPING DEPOT





  Indicates the storage location to which on-hand and due-in assets are to be applied for use in the supply control process.  (Reference DLAM 4140.2, Volume II, Part 3, Appendix A-108.)





ITEM CATEGORY CODE





  A code assigned to an item to indicate the method of requirements determination.  (Reference DLAM 4140.2, Volume II, Part 3, Appendix A-87.)





LOCATION REORDER POINT CODES





  These codes are utilized to identify items subject to review by location and provide criteria for establishing the location review level.  (Reference DLAM 4140.2, Volume II, Part 3, Appendix A-155.)





LOCATION STATUS CODES





  Indicates the type locations of a DoD Activity Address Directory (DoDAAD) entry in the SAMMS Combined Address File, or the status of a storage location in the Source Preference Tables.  (Reference DLAM 4140.2, Volume II, Part 3, Appendix  A-54.)





MANAGEMENT CODES





  Management Codes provide additional information about a requisition, issue, receipt, adjustment, or other action that is not otherwise provided.  (Reference DLAM 4140.2, Volume II, Part 3, Appendix A-13.)


�
MANAGEMENT ITEM GROUP CODE





  These codes are peculiar to DPSC-T only, for use in the Team Management concept.  This code allows items crossing Federal Classes to be grouped and assigned to a specific Item Manager.  (Reference DLAM 4140.2, Volume II, Part 3, Appendix A-66.)





MANAGER NOTIFICATION INFORMATION CODES





  Provides a means to identify the reason mechanical action cannot be completed.  These codes involve Manager Review, Manager Directed and Manager Forced actions.  (Reference DLAM 4140.2, Volume II, Part 3, Appendix A-90.)





MANAGER REVIEW CODES





  This code indicates that the Item Manager has placed a manual review control on a specific NSN for either requisition processing and/or customer return processing.  (Reference DLAM 4140.2, Volume II, Part 3, Appendix A-70.)





MEDIA REQUIRED CODE





  This code indicates the form or media upon which the Technical Data is displayed as required by the requester.  (Reference DLAM 4130.3, Volume II, Part 12, Appendix A-31.)





NATIONAL INVENTORY RECORD (NIR) KEY CODES/TYPE OF CHANGE CODES





  The NIR Key Code is synonymous with the Type of Change Code received from DLSC as a reason for a change made to a record.  The codes are for information purposes and for use in requisition processing.  (Reference DLAM 4140.2, Volume II, Part 3, Appendix A-94.)





NIR LEVEL INHIBITOR CODES





  This code is used to indicate whether or not an established UMMIPS Control Level, Maximum Release Quantity, or Minimum Order Quantity should be bypassed in requisition processing; and whether these levels should be computed mechanically or manually.  (Reference DLAM 4140.2, Volume II, Part 3, Appendix A-81.)





PRICE REDUCTION INDICATOR





  Code Y indicates item currently available at a reduced price.





PROCUREMENT GROUPING CODES





  These codes identify a head of the family item as a member of a group of related/similar items of supply which are deemed advantageous to purchase

concurrently from the same manufacturing source(s) (e.g., items referencing the same specification and different sizes of clothing items from the same bolt of cloth).  (Reference DLAM 4140.2, Volume II, Part 3, Appendix A-116.)





PROGRAM APPLICATION CODE





  This code is used to identify the program to be supported by technical data requested in Internal Technical Information Requests input to TISCA.  (Reference DLAM 4130.3, Volume II, Part 12, Appendix A-25.)





REASON FOR DELAY/ACCELERATION CODE





  This code describes the reasons for which shipment of contract materiel has been or will be delayed or accelerated.  (Reference DLAM 4715.1, Volume I, Part 2, Appendix A-18.)





REFERENCE NUMBER CODES





  The type of reference number recorded in the Technical Information Index File.  (Reference DLAM 4130.3, Volume II, Part 12, Appendix A-36.)





REIMBURSE LEVEL





  MAP Reimbursement Level is used to determine if reimbursement is required for MAP Grant Aid requisitions and free issues for PWRMS.





RIGHTS-IN-DATA CODE





  A single alphabetic code which identifies the usability of the drawing number to which it applies.  (Reference DLAM 4130.3, Volume II, Part 12, Appendix A-50.)





SOURCE OF PROCUREMENT CODES





  These codes are used to determine the normal source of procurement during the mechanical preparation of recommended buys or purchase requests.





STANDARDIZATION STATUS CODES





  Item Standardization Status Codes denote that an item is authorized for purchase or not authorized for purchase, and where and why that decision was made.  (Reference DLAM 4140.2, Volume II, Part 3, Appendix A-101.)





SUBSTITUTE KEY CODE





  This code provides the item manager with a means of directing forced issue of a substitute regardless of availability of assets on the requested item, directing routine issue wherein a substitute is issued �only when insufficient assets are available on the requested item, or the ability to enter conditional substitutes into the NIR for visibility, but not for mechanical substitution.  (Reference DLAM 4140.2, Volume II, Part 3, Appendix A-106.)





SUPPLY STATUS CODES





  These codes reflect decisions made by inventory managers as to the normal means-of-supply/stockage/nonstockage status of each assigned NSN.  These Supply Status Codes are used internally within SAMMS instead of Acquisition Advice Codes.  (Reference DLAM 4140.2, Volume II, Part 3, Appendix A-50.)





TECHNICAL DOCUMENT AVAILABILITY CODE





  This code is used to identify the availability or nonavailability and reason for nonavailability of technical information.  (Reference DLAM 4130.3, Volume II, Part 12, Appendix A-13.)





TYPE ACTION CODE





  A code which indicates the type of file maintenance required for a Technical Information Index transaction.





TYPE OF DUE-IN CODES





  These codes are used in the Due-In File to identify individual Due-In records reason for due-in, stage/type of Due-In Document, and source of due-in.  (Reference DLAM 4140.2, Volume II, Part 3, Appendix A-107.)





TYPE LOGISTICS REASSIGNMENT (LR) CODE





  These codes identify which type of logistics reassignment this item was gained through.  (Reference DLAM 4140.2, Volume II, Part 3, Appendix A-35.)





VIOLATION CONTROL NUMBER





  If the transaction has a Violation Reason Code then this field will contain the Violation Control Number, a sequentially assigned number to ensure that the correct violation is released for processing after correction.





VIOLATION REASON CODES





  These codes are computer assigned and identify the cause(s) of failure of an input transaction to be processed by the computer.  A rejected input may contain one or more invalid fields.  (Reference DLAM 4140.2, Volume II, Part 3, Appendix A-82.)
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
