SECTION I - GENERAL 



210101 - PURPOSE 



  This chapter describes the policies, procedures and responsibilities required to establish and maintain the policy tables utilized by the Technical Subsystem to provide the flexibility of accepting certain changes of criteria, which do not affect program logic, without having to make program modifications and recompilations.



210102 - SCOPE



  These procedures are applicable to the Office of Planning and Management (OPM) and Office of Data Systems (ODS) and encompass those functions of the Technical Subsystem which are subject to stringent control.

210104 - BACKGROUND



  a.  Certain maintenance and operational functions of the Technical Subsystem are critical to SAMMS operations.  Stringent control of these functions by the Office of Planning and Management at each DSC is required because of the impact they may have upon SAMMS operations and the liaison of the DSCs and DLA with the Military Services and Civil Agencies.  Procedures for these functions, therefore, have been grouped together in this separate chapter for use by the personnel of OPM who have been assigned these responsibilities.

�  b.  To conform with programming space allocation requirements, specific size limitations have been established for each policy table.  The table numbers cross-referenced to their size limitations are as follows:

  c.  When conditions indicate that a change in table size limitations is necessary, the changes must be coordinated with DSAC-OFL.



210105 - POLICY



  a.  The Office of Planning and Management at each DSC will implement these procedures as required to properly and efficiently maintain the Technical Subsystem of SAMMS, except where responsibility is specifically delegated to another office.



  b.  Performance of these procedures is to be restricted to selected personnel who are familiar with SAMMS operations and the policies and the procedures of the Federal Catalog System.



  c.  Maintenance procedures for SAMMS Technical Subsystem Policy Tables shall be employed only on the advice of the authority cited for each specific procedure.

�  d.  Changes to the Federal Catalog System issued via Defense Logistics Services Center (DLSC) through Change Notices or Change Bulletins to the Defense Integrated Data Systems Procedures Manual, DoD 4100.39-M, may be assumed by the DSCs to be properly included in the SAMMS programs unless advised otherwise by HQ DLA.



210106 - RESPONSIBILITIES



  a.  Chief, Systems Division, OPM is responsible for the maintenance of policy tables for the Technical Subsystem of SAMMS.



  b.  The Office of Data Systems is responsible for processing maintenance functions to the files, tables, and ADP processes of the Technical Subsystem of SAMMS as required upon advice from the Office of Planning and Management only.  



SECTION II - POLICY TABLES CONSTRUCTION AND USAGE



210201 - GENERAL



  a.  Technical Subsystem Policy Tables are records within a sequential computer data set and are numbered in increments to allow for insertion of additional tables if required.  Allowance has been made for expansion of the tables.



  b.  A portion of each individual record within a table is identified as the Item.  The Item is composed of the Argument (that portion of the Item which identifies that Item on a table) and may also contain the Function (that portion of the Item used to perform a function based upon the Argument, but not included as part of the criteria used to search for the Item).  If a table contains more than one Item, the Items are sequenced by the value of the Argument.
