                   FEDERAL SUPPLY CLASS TABLE NO. 80



1.  PURPOSE 



  This appendix is applicable to Chapter 10 and provides instructions for the preparation of Document Identifier Code YBE to add, change, or delete DSC-peculiar data in the Federal Supply Class Table No. 80.  This appendix also includes:  



  a.  Instructions for processing output reports containing valid activity applied to table 80 or table 80 Suspense File.  (See Appendix E-1024 V for invalid activity reports.)  



  b.  Basic concepts on the use of table 80 by the Standard Automated Materiel Management System (SAMMS).  



2.  BACKGROUND  



  a.  Table 80 consists of two parts.  



    (1) Part I contains the full range of FSCs in the DLSC Standard FSC Table of the System Support Record.  This part is maintained by DLSC File Maintenance output, Document Identifier Codes KUE and KUF.  



    (2) Part II contains data that are peculiar to each Defense Supply Center.  Maintenance  is accomplished by Document Identifier Code YBE as outlined in this appendix.  



  b.  This table employs a future effective date technique.  Transactions that contain an effective date that is equal to or less than the computer processing date are applied to the table when received.  Transactions  that contain a future effective date will be suspended by the system until the effective date is reached.  



  c.  A printout of data suspended, applied to table 80 or table 80 Suspense File, and all transactions that are rejected by the SAMMS edits will be provided on F-359, MOE Rule Number and FSC Table Transaction Status Report.  



  d.  Table 80 is an essential part of the SAMMS Technical Subsystem.  Data contained therein are used extensively as the basis of computer decisions and is automatically applied to many file maintenance transactions released to DLSC, other SAMMS subsystems, and displayed on output products.  This table is used substantially as follows:  



    (1) Automatic recording of user interest as a result of Item Management Coding, Provisioning, Non-Recorded User Application.  



    (2) Validation of file maintenance transactions.  



    (3) Logistics transfers.  

�    (4) Identification List publication.  



    (5) Management of NSNs on an exception basis.

4.  RESPONSIBLE ORGANIZATIONAL ELEMENT  



  a.  The Office of Planning and Management (OPM) is the office of primary interest.  



  b.  The Directorate of Technical Operations and Directorate of Supply Operations is responsible for providing technical assistance on the data applied to the DSC-peculiar section of the table.  



  c.  The Office of Data Systems (ODS) is responsible for processing maintenance functions for this table upon advice from the Office of Planning and Management.  



5.  PROCEDURES AND INSTRUCTIONS  



  Systems and Procedures Specialist, Systems Division, OPM, will:  



  a.  Review Reports F-359 and F-378.  



    (1) Report F-359 is provided each SAMMS cycle that contains input transactions for maintenance of table No. 80 and MOE Rule Table No. 75.  Valid  transactions applied to the tables or the sequence file are provided to reflect the latest information for a given table record.  F-359 Reports must be used as the basis for determining the need for additions, changes, and deletions of DSC-peculiar data to table No. 80.  



    (2) Report F-378 is a consolidated listing of all records contained in tables No. 75 and 80.  This report is provided as a result of an interrogation submitted in accordance with Appendix B-1023.  Transactions contained in the suspense file are not provided on this report.  



  b.  Prepare proposed table maintenance transactions in accordance with Appendix B-1019 and the following:  

�    (1) YBE transactions are required for all FSCs which are subject to Integrated Materiel Management with the exception of those FSCs assigned to TACOM.  FSCs designated for Weapons Integrated Materiel Management will require a YBE transaction only when the DSC has an interest on an exception basis.  Currently, exceptions are limited to DPSC Medical which manages some items in FSC 1660 as Medical Items.  



    (2) Transaction Code (DRN A105).  



      (a)  Code A is used to establish the DSC-peculiar data to an FSC existing in the table or in the suspense file.  



      (b)  Code C is used to change the DSC-peculiar data in the table or in the suspense file.  This code will change the complete DSC-peculiar section of the table utilizing an overlay technique.  Caution must be exercised to ensure that all data required for the FSC are included in the transaction.  



      (c)  Code D is used to delete the complete DSC-peculiar section.  DLSC File Maintenance transactions (DIC KUF) will delete a complete record in table No. 80 including the DSC-peculiar data section.  



      (d)  Changes to a YBE record in the suspense file may be made at any time prior to the effective date.  Transactions  intended to change the data on a suspended record must contain the same Transaction Code and Effective Date as the suspended record.  



    (3) Recordation Code (DRN A174).  



      A 1 must be entered when automatic recording of user interest is authorized as a result of the NonRecorded User Interest Program.  This code must be coordinated with the Directorate of Supply Operations.  



    (4) MOE Rule Number.  



      (a)  A specific Data Record Number (DRN) and input field has been provided for each Service and Agency which has authorized the automatic recording of user interest in the DLSC Total Item Record (reference DIDS Materiel Management Decision Rule Tables, DLAH 4140.4).  



      (b)  MOE Rules applied to table No. 80 input transactions must be recorded in table No. 75 or in the suspense file.  



      (c)  MOE Rules on table No. 80 are automatically entered on system generated file maintenance transactions (DICs LAU, LCU) processed by the SAMMS IMC/User Application.  In addition, supplementary data collaborators and/or receivers are automatically applied on an exception basis as follows:  



        1.  Army IMC Activity:  The IMC submitter will be entered as a supplementary data receiver if the activity is not included in the MOE Rule established for the applicable Federal Supply Class.  

�        2.  Navy IMC activity:  The IMC submitter will be entered as a supplementary collaborator.  



        3.  DLA IMC activity:  When the IMC submitter is Activity Code U5 and the processing DSC is the Integrated Materiel Manager or is authorized by exception (see DRN A172, Cognizance Exception Indicator), the MOE Rule will be automatically assigned as follows:
