     The SAMMS Technical Operations Procedures manual contains the operating policies, rules and procedures covering the maintenance of the SAMMS Technical Subsystem with support to Contracting, Provisioning, Requirements and Distribution Subsystems.  This manual is prepared and maintained by the DLA Systems Design Center, DSDC-OFL, and published under the direction of the Executive Director, Technical and Logistics Services, DLA (DLA-MMSL).

     The purpose of this part is to provide uniform general procedures for establishing and maintaining policy tables used in the Standard Automated Materiel Management Systems (SAMMS).

     Each part of the manual is mandatory for use by all DSCs participating in SAMMS.  The DSCs may, where required, issue supplementary instructions relative to and consistent with the policies and procedures established by DLA-MMSL.  One copy of each supplementary instruction will be furnished to HQ DLA, ATTN:  DLA-MMSL; and DLA Systems Design Center, ATTN:  DSDC-OFL.

     This revision incorporates the latest procedural changes caused by various Federal Logistics Information System (FLIS) and SAMMS System Change Requests including changes relative to the October 1995 release.
