                                CHAPTER 1

      TECHNICAL INFORMATION STORAGE AND CONTROL APPLICATION (TISCA)

SECTION I - GENERAL

211101 - PURPOSE

  This chapter prescribes the policies, responsibilities, and procedures governing the preparation, control, and processing of inputs-outputs directed to SAMMS TISCA and the Technical Data Repositories, JEDMICS.  Additionally, procedures allied to the receipt and processing of Technical Data Requests or Maintenance transactions generated by/for other SAMMS subsystems/applications are prescribed herein.

211102 - SCOPE

  a.  These procedures are applicable to the Directorate of Technical Operations.  The Offices of Planning and Management and Data Systems have supporting responsibilities as defined in paragraph 211106.

  b.  Procedures prescribed herein cover the following basic areas of operation:

    (1) Establishment and maintenance of the Technical Information Index File (TIIF).

    (2) Receipt and processing of system generated Technical Data Requests (letters/interpreted cards - DIC H9_) to manufacturers or other DoD Service/Agencies.

    (3) Receipt and processing of Technical Data Requests (interpreted cards, DIC H9_) received from outside the processing DSC.

    (4) Receipt and processing of system generated Pull Notifications for technical data stored in the DSC Repository to the requester.

    (5) Receipt and processing of system generated report/notifications related to:

      (a) Logistics Reassignment Program.

      (b) High Dollar Program.

      (c) Supply Support Requests (Promised technical data overdue).

      (d) Item Reduction Studies.

      (e) Cataloging and Contracting Technical Data File Upgrade Functions.

211104 - BACKGROUND

  a.  The Technical Information Storage and Control System (TISCS) is a system which encompasses most of the functions of technical data manage-ment at the DSCs.  TISCS controls and supports the requesting, retriev-ing, storage, acquisition and dissemination of engineering drawings to requesters within/without the DSC.

  b.  TISCS is divided into two processes:

    (1) Technical Data Process - The technical data is digitized and stored on magnetic disks in the Joint Engineering Data Management Information and Control System (JEDMICS).  The JEDMICS generates technical data output in electronic, hard copy, and CR-ROM formats.

    (2) Standard Automated Process - SAMMS Technical Information and Storage Application (TISCA).  Procedures outlined in this chapter are applicable to TISCA only and includes the following processes:

      (a) Establishment and maintenance of the Technical Information Index File (TIIF).  (See section II.)

      (b) Receiving and processing Internal Technical Information Requests (ITIRs).  (See section III.)

      (c) Acquisition of technical data which is not available at the DSC from Military Services/Agencies or manufacturers.  (See section IV.)

      (d) Mechanically provides support to the following DSC functions:  (see section V.)

        1.  Provide technical data needed to accomplish Item Reduction Studies.

        2.  Provide all available technical documents associated with a logistics loss to the Logistics Reassignment Monitor.

        3.  Monitor promised receipt of technical data associated with Provisioning Supply Support Requests.

        4.  Identify and provide technical documents to Cataloging and Technical Services personnel which are new or revised for possible upgrade of Item Identifications or CTDF records.

        5.  Provide technical data needed for use in the High Dollar Spare Parts Breakout Program.

      (e) Accumulate statistics for the TISCA Management Statistical Report (F-349) to be used in reporting required RCS DLA(M)26(C)MIN 26 Elements.  (See section VI.)

NOTE:  Although TISCA does not mechanically process requests for technical data received from service/agencies (H9_), TISCA provides for receipt and printing of these transactions on F-305 Report when they are received by AUTODIN.  These transactions in addition to those received by mail will be processed by operating personnel of the Technical Data Management Division in accordance with appendix E-1116 P.

211105 - POLICY

  a.  The TISCA is designed to provide a uniform mechanized method of establishing and maintaining the TIIF, processing requests for data, acquiring technical data which are not in the local DSC repositories, supporting other DSC functions requiring technical data, and providing statistics for management purposes.

  b.  SAMMSTEL data entry is the method used for batch processing of TISCA transactions.  Data entries will be validated and edited online.  Invalid transactions will be output on the F-348 Report, TISCA Edit Error Listing.  Invalid transactions will be displayed back to the user on their CRT terminal with a message.

  c.  Generally, the system will process manually prepared transactions as follows:

    (1) TISCA suspense file interrogations - DIC YB6 and Internal Technical Information Requests/Inquiries - DIC YB8 - Multidaily.

    (2) TIIF Maintenance Transactions - DICs YB1, YB2, YB3, YB4, and YB7 - Daily.

    (3) Acquisition and DLSC inquiry transactions - DICs H9_/HR_, LSR/ LTI, K__, letters to manufacturers and DIC YB9 - (weekly process).  Includes the generation of transactions, establishment and maintenance of suspense records and processing responses.

    (4) Updated TIIF Microfiche - Output on As Required basis determined by each DSC.

    (5) TISCA Management Statistics - Output the end of each month.

    (6) Output products will be provided as prescribed in sections II through V.

211106 - RESPONSIBILITIES

  a.  The Director, Office of Planning and Management is responsible for:

    (1) Reviewing and coordinating internal operating procedures and ensuring policy content as established herein, is being complied with.

    (2) Submitting recommended changes or program improvements to DLA-S when applicable.

    (3) Controlling and scheduling with the Office of Data Systems (ODS) processing times for TISCA products which are output on As Required basis, i.e., Updated TIIF, execution of required quarterly program run for High Dollar Program.

    (4) Maintaining System Support Tables 70, 71, and 85 in accordance with procedures outlined in part 10.

  b.  Chief, Management Support Office (MSO), Directorate of Technical Operations (DTO), is responsible for:

    (1) Developing, coordinating and implementing intra-directorate procedures for TISCA that may be required in addition to this publication.

    (2) Identifying new or changed requirements to the TISCA and submitting the recommendations to the Office of Planning and Management for approval, coordination, referral to DLA-S, and implementation.

    (3) Providing guidance to Directorate operating elements and coordinating with other Directorate personnel on matters related to requesting technical data and processing of data which are automatically output in support of the Cataloging/CTDF Updates, High Dollar, Logistics Reassignment, Monitorship of Promised Data with Supply Support Requests, and Item Standardization Functions.

    (4) Reviewing mechanized TISCA statistics for program control and system integrity.

    (5) Assuring distribution of TISCA technical data and computer products within/without the DSC.

  c.  Director, Technical Operations (DTO) is responsible for:

    (1) Receiving, reviewing, indexing technical data received from Manufacturers, Military Services, or other Government activities.

    (2) Preparing the proper inputs to establish or maintain the TIIF and correcting all related rejects.

    (3) Receiving and processing Pull Notifications for technical data stored in the Repositories and forwarding reproduced documents to the requesters as required.

    (4) Receiving, completing and mailing of all system generated external requests for data (H9_/Manufacturer letters and associated YB9/ Trailer Cards).  Establishing any internal controls necessary to monitor receipt of data.

    (5) Receiving responses to the external requests and inputting the necessary transactions to enable the system to continue the process of clearing suspense records and generating follow-on actions for pulls for data, reports, statistics, etc.

    (6) Receiving and processing external requests from Military Services/agencies, using TISCA mechanized processes as necessary.

    (7) Reviewing, coordinating and validating mechanized statistics for program control.

    (8) Maintaining the Repository File in conjunction with TIIF inputs in order to maintain compatibility between the TIIF and Repository file locations.

    (9) Forwarding transcripts to input preparation facility.

   (10) Providing Personal Computer operators to prepare input trans-actions for the ODS.

   (11) Assuring required input data are delivered to ODS in accordance with established time schedules.

   (12) Ensuring the input transcripts are returned to the originator through DSC established channels.

   (13) Processing and utilizing all mechanized outputs furnished to requesters or respective operating elements including output related to Catalog/CTDF Upgrade/Update Program; High Dollar Program, Logistics Reassignment Program, SSR Monitorship, ISA, and System Generated rejects or notifications.

  d.  The Chief, Office of Data Systems (ODS) is responsible for:

    (1) Preparing a listing of all H9_ and HRB, HRD, HRF, HRZ trans-actions received via AUTODIN and forwarding the listing to the Directorate of Technical Operations, Technical Data Management Division.

    (2) Receiving and processing all inputs to the system in accordance with established procedures and time schedules as agreed upon with the Office of Planning and Management.

    (3) Printing, sorting, sequencing and distributing output products to DSC Directorates/Offices indicated by the first position of the ORC or by special instructions to route certain products to Offices/Sub-systems based on the transaction ORC of a system generated transaction.

SECTION II - TECHNICAL INFORMATION INDEX FILE (TIIF)

211201 - GENERAL

  The TIIF contains a master listing of all engineering drawings stored within the DSC Repositories (JEDMICS).  It provides a cross-reference of part numbers to drawing numbers.  In addition, drawings which are iden-tified to a Contracting technical data package for a specific NSN is identified by cross-reference entries from NSN to drawing number(s) (Bid Sets).  The drawing number record includes a Drawing Location Code which indicates where the drawing is stored in the DSC JEDMICS.  This file is maintained by personnel of the Technical Data Management Division (TDMD).  An updated microfiche listing is available for output at intervals specified by the DSC TDMD in the format of appendix F-352, Technical Information Index File Microfiche.  The microfiche listing does not print the full range of data which is a record.  To obtain the total TIIF record for a specific Reference/Drawing Number, a YB8 

transaction, using Media Required Code R must be submitted, and file record is printed on F-356 Report, TIIF Interrogation Replies and Notifications.

211202 - ESTABLISHMENT AND MAINTENANCE OF THE TIIF

  a.  The TDMD will utilize the following input DICs to establish and maintain the TIIF.  Also, DICs YB1, YB2, YB3, YB4, and YB7 transactions are processed daily and will be transferred by File Transfer Protocol (FTP) to JEDMICS if originated by JEDMICS.

  b.  Receipt of F-348 Report indicates the transaction did not pass SAMMS edit.  Processing instructions for this report are contained in appendix E-1108 V.

  c.  Receipt of F-355 Report indicates the submitted transaction could not be processed to the TIIF.  Error Advice Codes indicate the reason for rejection.  Processing instructions for this report are contained in appendix E-1114 V.

  d.  Valid transactions will update the TIIF and no output confirming the update is generated.  Originators wishing to verify a TIIF record update must input a YB8 transaction using Media Required R (see paragraph 211302).

  e.  Provide Asset Management a list of all NSNs (to include the tech-nical data) at the (GIM Site) as a result of Center to Center Logistics Reassignment from the LIM.

211203 - SYSTEM FOLLOW-ON ACTIONS RESULTING FROM TIIF UPDATES

  The system will generate the following actions when DICs YB1 and YB4 have processed successfully to the TIIF, if certain conditions exist:

  a.  DICs YB1 and YB4 - Transactions indicating a new record being added to the TIIF (no earlier revision reflected in file - YB1) or a record being entered reflecting a later revision (earlier revision in file - YB1 or YB4 - No suspense record pending) will generate a LSR to DLSC for the Document Number and each Reference Number reflected on the document being indexed.  ORCs U1C and U1J identify the DLSC response is to be routed to TISCA and used for the Cataloging/CTDF Upgrade/Update function.  See paragraph 211506.

  b.  DICs YB1 and YB4 - A record of the Document Number and CAGE and all Reference Numbers/CAGEs are routed to the TISCA suspense files.  Pull Notifications and listings are generated if record matches a pending YB8 and clears TISCA SSR Suspense record, if it is matched.

SECTION III - RECEIPT/PROCESSING INTERNAL TECHNICAL INFORMATION 

              REQUESTS (ITIR)

211301 - GENERAL

  a.  ITIRs will be submitted by all DSC personnel having a requirement for the use of technical data to accomplish their assigned task.  Requests for data will be input using DIC YB8 and may be requested by:

    (1) Reference Number without CAGE - Interrogations Only.

    (2) Reference Numbers with CAGE - Interrogations or Technical Data Requests.

    (3) Document Numbers with CAGE - Interrogations or Technical Data Requests.

    (4) NSN (Bid Set) - Interrogations or Technical Data Requests.

    (5) NSN (Nonbid Set) - Technical Data Requests Only.

  b.  Transactions will be submitted using DLA Form 1645 in accordance with appendix B-1111 and appendix E-1106 P.

  c.  The following outputs may be received in response to system processing of request.

    (1) Appendix F-348 - TISCA Edit Error Listing - Process in accordance with appendix E-1108 V.

    (2) Appendix F-356 - TIIF Interrogation Replies and Notifications - Process in accordance with appendix E-1114 V.

    (3) Appendix F-357 - Pull Notification Listing - Process in accor-dance with appendix E-1115 P.

211302 - SYSTEM PROCESSING OF ITIRs - DIC YB8

  YB8 transactions contain two types of requests - TIIF interrogations and request for copies of engineering drawings, output in hard paper copy.  Upon receipt of valid transactions the system will screen the TIIF in accordance with Designator Confirmation Code and responses will be output as designated by the Data Required Code and/or Media Required Code.  A count of all transactions processed will be accumulated and posted to the F-349 Report, TISCA Management Statistical Report.

  a.  TIIF Interrogations - Response will be the F-356 Report with an image of the submitted YB8 and all TIIF records reflecting the submitted  Reference/Document Number and CAGE or all Document Numbers reflected for NSN (Bid Set), if available.  If there is no TIIF record available, an image of the YB8 and message XN will be printed on the report.

  b.  Requests for Drawings (Hard Paper Copy).

    (1) Transactions requesting drawings that are available will result in the generation of:

      (a) Pull Notification - (File Transfer Prototype (FTP) for interface system processing with JEDMICS).  When the YB8 Request data is processed, it will produce a hard paper copy drawing as specified by the media required and routing of the data to the requester/office as identified by the ORC.

      (b) Pull Notification Listing - F-357 Report.  This report con-tains the Document Numbers and CAGE which apply to Reference/Document Number or NSN (Bid Set) submitted in the YB8 and users identification of 

input.  If request was by Reference Number and CAGE, these data will also be listed.   This report is forwarded to the requester in advance of receipt of actual document and may be used as a tracking and control vehicle.

    (2) Transactions requesting drawings which are not available will be processed as follows:

      (a) If YB8 contained a Designator Confirmation Code of A, C, E NSN Bid Set) F-356 Report with image of YB8 and VRC XN will be output.

      (b) If YB8 contained a Designator Confirmation Code of B, D, E (Non Bid Set) F, G or blank - transactions are held for weekly pro-cessing when appropriate External Requests are generated if possible.  The initiator is notified by the F-356 Report and appropriate VRC if acquisition action is generated or if acquisition could not be generated the initiator is notified that request is canceled.

    (3) Acquisition actions are never generated for YB8s containing Data Required Codes B or X.

SECTION IV - ACQUISITION OF TECHNICAL DATA FROM MILITARY SERVICES/ 

             INDUSTRY AND SUSPENSE RECORDS

211401 - GENERAL

  Acquisition actions are always initiated for YB8 transactions con-taining the following:

  a.  Data Required Code E with Designator Confirmation Codes A or B.  DIC H9E or letter to industry is generated.

  b.  Data Required Code R with Designator Confirmation Code E (Nonbid Set).  DIC LTI submitted to DLSC.

  c.  Data Required Code R with Designator Confirmation Codes B, D, G or blank - only when technical data are not available.  DIC H9A/H9C and/or letter to industry are generated.

  d.  Data Required Code R with Designator Confirmation Code F and technical data are not available.  Letter to industry is generated.

211402 - ACQUISITION PROCESS

  a.  If Data Required Code is E or R the system will generate a DIC H9_ (up to 4 - one each to a service) if suggested source(s) is included in the YB8 transaction.  If suggested sources are not in the YB8, the system will screen Table 71 (Government CAGE - EDMS Activity Code Table) and generate an H9C to the activity listed if one is available.  If the CAGE in transaction has been canceled/replaced, the screening process of the TIIF will be initiated using the replacing CAGE.  The requester will be notified of this action via the F-356 Report with appropriate VRC.  If this means does not produce a Source or data, an LSR is generated to DLSC to obtain possible sources and H9_s are generated accordingly.  If 

this method fails to produce a military source, a letter to the manufac-

turer  is  generated if Reference/Document Number has a nonmilitary CAGE.  If a Military CAGE is involved, no other action is taken and ITIR is canceled back to the requester on F-356 Report with appropriate VRC.  If a H9_ or letter is generated, the requester is notified when the H9_ or letter is generated.

  b.  If Data Required Code is R and Designator Confirmation Code is E, the system generates an LTI to DLSC to obtain the Segment C record of the NSN.  All Reference Numbers received (except those coded with RNCC 2 or 4) are screened against the TIIF, and all available documents will be forwarded to the requester.

  c.  In all instances, the requester will be notified of the results of the acquisition/inquiry process for requested documents as follows:

    (1) The F-356 Report will contain appropriate VRCs indicating replacement CAGEs, alternate documents nonavailability, uncooperative manufacturer's nonreceipt of promised data, cancellation of request - suspense period expired.

    (2) The F-357 Report drawing has been furnished and is forthcoming.

211403 - SUSPENSE FILE PROCESS

  a.  Suspense records are established and maintained for each YB8 requiring acquisition action, DLSC inquiry, H9_s and letters generated.  Suspense records are retained until responses are received or a suspense period expires as follows:

    (1) H9_s generated to Military Service with a Military CAGE - 90 days.

    (2) H9_s generated to Military Service with nonmilitary CAGE - 60 days.

NOTE:  Manufacturer letter generated if response not received or response received indicating nonavailability.

    (3) Letters generated to a manufacturer - 60 days.

NOTE:  If CAGE for manufacturer is listed on Table 70 no letters are generated, and request is returned canceled on the F-356 Report with appropriate VRC.

    (4) LSR/LTI generated to DLSC - 30 days.

  b.  The TISCA Suspense File may be interrogated by using DIC YB6, Interrogation of Technical Information Request Suspense File in accordance with appendix B-1109, DLA Form 1643 and appendix E-1104 P.  Responses will be provided in accordance with the F-351 Report.  The Action Code will indicate the status of the external request.

SECTION V - SUPPORT TO DSC PROGRAMS AND FUNCTIONS

  TISCA will support the following DSC programs and functions by mechan-ically generating/receiving, monitoring, processing data applicable to requests for data or updates to the TIIF.

211501 - ITEM STANDARDIZATION PROGRAM

  TISCA will receive mechanically generated ITIRs from the Item Stan-dardization Application (ISA) as a result of processing DIC YAZ.  TISCA will screen the TIIF and generate pull requests/listings for documents available for each Reference No. and CAGE received.  In addition, the system provides an internal response to ISA which is subsequently used to produce F-354 and YB8 will obtain a mainframe Report.  TISCA will also generate transactions to acquisition data which are not available and provide a F-356 Report for the exact reference/document number 

selected for external requisitioning.  All output generated from this process will be routed to ORCs S1S and SSO, Standardization Office, Directorate of Technical Operations.  Standardization personnel will process all output in accordance with procedures contained in part 8 of this manual.

211502 - LOGISTICS REASSIGNMENT PROGRAM

  TISCA will no longer provide all available documents to the Logistics Reassignment Monitor (through the TDMD) associated with an NSN for which the DSC has lost logistic responsibility.  This will be accomplished when DICs KIF with input DICs LMD, and LCU, or KKD are received from DLSC and processed through SAMMS.  LTIs will be generated to DLSC to obtain the Segment C record for each NSN reflecting above DICs.  The gaining TDMD will transfer from JEDMICS, the documents and NSN, including all index data stored in JEDMICS.  The gaining center JEDMICS will then import the drawing and build the NSN in JEDMICS.  JEDMICS will then generate YB7 bidset or non-bidset NSN transactions and forward to TISCA for SAMMS processing.

211503 - PROVISIONING SUPPLY SUPPORT - (TECHNICAL DATA)

  TISCA will monitor promised receipt of technical data associated with provisioning Supply Support Requests.  Upon receipt of DLSC notifica-tions indicating the assignment of an NSN to a Reference Number submitted in an SSR for which data was promised, the Provisioning Application forwards an internal transaction to TISCA (DIC YB5 - Supply Support Suspense Record).  The TIIF is screened to determine if Reference Number has been indexed.  If it has been indexed no other action is taken.  If it has not been indexed and the date in the YB5 is seven or more days earlier than date of processing, F-350 Report is generated and forwarded to ORC S1T.  If the date in the YB5 transaction is greater than the processing date, a suspense record is established and monitored by TISCA until YB1 has been processed matching the Reference Number and CAGE or promised data has been exceeded by seven days.  These records are also printed on F-350 Report.  The TDMD will mail these reports to the responsible activity as notification of nonreceipt and maintains appropriate suspense records and creates any further followup in accordance with DSC internal instructions.

211504 - SUPPORT TO CONTRACTING (TIIF NSN BID SET ENTRIES)

  Upon receipt and processing of CTDF input DICs YQL and YQS indicating a new NSN being entered into the file, the Contracting Application will check the following fields data:

    (1) YQL, Position 56 (Drawing Required Code) must equal Y.

    (2) YQS, Position 50 (S/D/T/P Code) must equal D.

    (3) YQS, Position 51 (Basic/Reference Code) must equal B or R.

If the above data elements are entered, a YB7, Add Bid Set/Non-Bid Set Data, is generated and forwarded to TISCA.  TISCA will generate F-355 Report containing the transaction with VRC 7T and output to ORC S1T.  TDMD personnel will be responsible for reviewing the transaction to insert the applicable Document Data Code for the Document Number(s) listed in the transaction and input the YB7 to update the Bid Set/Non-Bid Set portion of TIIF.

211505 - HIGH DOLLAR BREAKOUT PROGRAM

  The Management Support Office (MSO), Directorate of Technical Opera-tions (DTO) will prepare an IOM to be forwarded to the Office of Data Systems a week in advance of the end each quarter in accordance with appendix E-1117 P.  The ODS will prepare the required input to cause the Contracting Application to generate an LTI and a CTDF interrogation reply for the total number of NSNs with PMC 0, 3, 5 within specified dollar limit which are projected to be bought within the next 90 days.  TISCA will receive the LTI response (ORC U1H) and screen the Segment C record against the TIIF.  A turnaround input transaction (DIC YB8) will be generated in accordance with appendix B-1103 for each available document which the Reference Number and CAGE matched.  The DLSC interro-gation response, the CTDF interrogation response and the YB8 turnaround card will all be routed to the High Dollar Manager and identified with ORC S1H. Output will be used in accordance with established procedures related to the High Dollar Program.

211506 - CATALOGING UPGRADE CTDF UPDATE FUNCTION

  TISCA will identify and supply to the Cataloging personnel, newly indexed Active drawings or an existing active drawing when a new reference is added and DIC YB1 is processed.  An LSR is generated to DLSC for the new document number and all recorded reference numbers or for new reference number(s) only when added to an existing active document to determine if an NSN is assigned.  If the item is coded as Type 2, 4, M, or N and managed by the processing DSC, a pull notifi-cation and listing is generated and drawing is forwarded to ORC SCC (Cataloging for possible upgrade of the II).  LSRs are also generated when TISCA processes DICs YB1 and YB4 containing a later S/D/T/P Amendment Number than reflected in the TIIF.  Pull Notifications and listings will be generated to both ORC SCC, (Cataloging) for II Upgrade and ORC SSS (Technical Services Division) for CTDF Update.  ORC SSS will also receive a printout of the NSN CTDF record if available.

NOTE:  Volume of External Technical Information Requests (ETIRs) will be manually entered on the report in accordance with appendix E-1109 P.

  c.  Volume of ITIRs filled in-house.

  d.  Volume of ITIRs which required acquisition.

  e.  Volume of external requests generated and responses received (Military and Industry).

  f.  Volume of Supply Support Requests Suspense Records (YB5) received and volume of items printed on F-350 Report.

This report will be used in preparing the RCS DLA(M)26(C)MIN Report and provides the management personnel a visible means in which to evaluate the effectiveness of the Technical Information Storage and Control Application and the Technical Data Management Function.
