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             PREPARATION OF TECHNICAL INFORMATION INDEX FILE

             (TIIF) TRANSCRIPTS AND ONLINE INPUTS  - DIC YB1

1.  PURPOSE

  a.  This appendix provides instructions for preparing transactions to add new document and related Reference Number records to the TIIF.

  b.  Technical data discussed in this appendix are limited to drawings and listings which will be reproduced or film mounted on aperture card to be maintained in the Technical Data Repository (JEDMICS).  Each technical document maintained in this unit will be recorded in the TIIF.  All Reference Numbers listed on these documents will also be recorded in the TIIF.

3.  RESPONSIBLE ORGANIZATIONAL ELEMENT:

  The Technical Data Management Division (TDMD) Directorate of Technical Operations (DTO) is responsible for establishing and maintaining the TIIF.

4.  PROCEDURES/INSTRUCTIONS

  Technicians, Technical Data Management Division (TDMD), will:

  a.  Receive technical data from Manufacturers, Military Services, or other Government Activities in response to requests initiated by the DSC or as supporting data included in supply support request packages or as unsolicited data.

  b.  Review the data to determine processing action required.

  c.  Screen the microfiche listing of the TIIF or interrogate the TIIF to determine if data has been previously indexed.

    (1) If data are not listed, prepare an input action (YB1) in accordance with appendix B-1106A (when document does not reflect additional Reference Numbers) or appendix B-1107A (when reference numbers must also be added to the TIIF

                                    or

    Key in data online in accordance with appendix B-1106B (when document does not reflect additional reference numbers) or appendix    B-1107B (when reference numbers must also be added to the TIIF).

    (2) If data are listed and the amendment numbers (revisions symbols) differ, the document may be added to the TIIF if required. 

NOTE:  If the document is added to the TIIF, the document reflecting the latest revision symbol will be recorded in the JEDMICS with applicable index data.  Any matching documents with earlier revision symbols will be recorded in the TIIF with a drawing location code I (inactive).

    (3) If data are listed (all data elements matching) no further action is required.

  d.  For transcripts only, forward prepared data transcript sheets to the input facility for processing.

NOTE 1:  Except for microfiche listings of the TIIF produced at random intervals as determined by the Chief, TDMD, the SAMMS Technical Sub-system does not produce any notifications of the TIIF updates.  The technicians processing maintenance transactions may interrogate the TIIF to verify that transactions have been processed correctly and the TIIF has been updated.

NOTE 2:

  a.  The following online inputs are processed immediately: 

    YB1

    YB2

    YB7 with a Type Action Code of A or 1.

(These inputs may be queried immediately after input.  They should show up on the TIIF.)

  b.  The following online inputs are not processed immediately: 

    YB3

    YB4

    YB7 with a Type Action Code of D, 2, 3, 4, or 5.

(These transactions are processed overnight via batch mode.)
