1.  PURPOSE 





  This appendix provides instructions for preparing transactions to interrogate the Technical Information Request Suspense File (TIRSF).  The TIRSF contains a record of all Technical Information Requests that were not satisfied on the first attempt to match the data request in the Technical Information Index File (TIIF) and a technical information request was generated by the SAMMS Technical Subsystem to acquire the data for the requester.

3.  RESPONSIBLE ORGANIZATIONAL ELEMENT 





  Any operating element within the DSC having a requirement for interrogating the TIRSF may initiate an interrogation of the TIRSF in accordance with this procedure.  





4.  PROCEDURES/INSTRUCTIONS FOR PREPARATION/PROCESSING 





  a.  Any personnel who, during the course of daily operations, have a need for the report provided by this interrogation will:  





    (1) Prepare input transcript in accordance with instructions outlined in appendix B-1109.  





    (2) Forward the completed transcript to the computer input preparation facility.  





  b.  Input preparation facility will:  





    (1) Receive input transcript from originator.  





    (2) Prepare computer input (KSP) from transcript and forward to Office of Data Systems.

    (3) Forward completed input transcript to the originator.  





  c.  Originator will receive F-351 Report, Technical Information Request Suspense File Interrogation and Advice Messages.  





  d.  Output result will be used for the purpose for which requested.  An image of the YB6 transaction and VRC KV will be output when the CAGE and Reference/Document Number or NSN is unmatched to a suspense record.  
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
