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         PREPARATION OF TECHNICAL INFORMATION INDEX FILE (TIIF)

      TRANSCRIPTS AND ONLINE INPUTS FOR NON-BID SET NSNs - DIC YB7

1.  PURPOSE

  This appendix provides instructions for preparing transactions to establish a Non-Bid Set record, to add a document to an existing Non-Bid Set record, to delete a Non-Bid Set record, to delete a document from an existing Non-Bid Set record, or to change a Non-Bid Set NSN to a Bid Set NSN.  A Non-Bid Set package consists of an NSN and all supporting technical documentation required for the NSN.  It will not be used as a competitive data package, but will be used only by DTO for making technical evaluations for acquisition.

3.  RESPONSIBLE ORGANIZATIONAL ELEMENT

  The Technical Data Management Division (TDMD) in the Directorate of Technical Operations (DTO) is responsible for establishing and maintaining Non-Bid Set records in the TIIF.

4.  PROCEDURES/INSTRUCTIONS

  Technicians of the Technical Data Management Division (TDMD) will:

  a.  Receive notifications from the responsible element within the Directorate of Technical Operations to establish, maintain, or delete NSN Non-Bid Sets as required.  Notifications will include a copy of

F-72 Report, CTDF Interrogation Reply - Technical Data, for the related NSN.

  b.  Screen the microfiche listing of the TIIF or interrogate the TIIF by NSN for Non-Bid Set Data and Document Number(s) as reflected in the CTDF.

  c.  Review the data in the microfiche listing or the interrogation results to determine if any Non-Bid Set NSN or Document Number(s) are recorded and reflected regardless of Technical Document Availability Code (TDAC) or Drawing Location Code (DLC).

    (1) If notification is to establish a Non-Bid Set record or to add documents to an existing record (Type Action Code 1) and document(s) are recorded in the TIIF with any Document Availability Code, prepare a YB7 action in accordance with appendix B-1110B (for transcripts)

                                 or

    Key in data in accordance with appendix B-1111I (for online inputs).

    (2) If notification is to delete (Type Action Code 4 or 5) one or more Document Numbers from a Non-Bid Set record or to delete the total Non-Bid Set record, ensure that the Document Numbers are presently recorded in the Non-Bid Set record or the Non-Bid Set is recorded in the TIIF before preparing YB7 DELETE action.

    (3) Changes to the Non-Bid Set Data can be made by changing a Bid Set NSN to a Non-Bid Set NSN using Type Action Code 2.  Non-Bid Set Data can also be changed by adding or deleting Document Numbers from the Non-Bid Set.  See note 2.

  d.  For transcripts only, forward the prepared data input transcripts to the input preparation facility for processing.

NOTE 1:  Except for microfiche listings of the TIIF produced at random intervals as determined by the Chief of TDMD, the SAMMS Technical Subsystem does not produce any notifications of TIIF updates.  The technicians preparing the maintenance transactions may interrogate the TIIF to verify that transactions have processed correctly and the TIIF has been updated.

NOTE 2:  The Non-Bid Set portion of the TIIF will be updated automati-cally any time a YB4 transaction is processed, changing or deleting a Document Number record which is also recorded in the Bid Set portion of the TIIF.  The system will automatically generate an F-356 Report to S1T to aid in review to determine whether Non-Bid Set record(s) were properly updated.  If not, corrective action will be required by manually preparing the appropriate YB7.

NOTE 3:  The capability exists to initiate a single copy request on all available data where the TDAC equals A, L, S, X, D, I, F, H, P or Y, by entry of the Non-Bid Set NSN.

NOTE 4:  When using Type Action Code 2, to change a Non-Bid Set NSN record to a Bid Set NSN record, the TDAC must be A, L, S, X, D, I, F, H, P or Y on the documents contained in the Non-Bid Set records.

NOTE 5:

  a.  The following online inputs are processed immediately:

    DIC YB1

    DIC YB2

    DIC YB7 with a Type Action Code of A or 1.

(These inputs may be queried immediately after input.  They will be reflected on the TIIF.)

  b.  The following online inputs are not processed immediately:

    DIC YB3

    DIC YB4

    DIC YB7 with a Type Action Code of D, 2, 3, 4, or 5.

(These inputs are processed in the batch mode.)
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
