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         PREPARATION TO MASS DELETE/PURGE OLD DATA FROM THE TIIF

1.  PURPOSE

  This appendix provides instructions for preparing requests to execute a program to mass delete old Document Number data from the Technical Information Index File (TIIF) and purge the deleted data from the manual aperture card files, using a base Date of Last Transaction.

2.  APPENDICIES USED IN THIS PROCEDURE

  Appendix F-358.

3.  RESPONSIBLE ORGANIZATION ELEMENT

  The Technical Data Management Division (TDMD), Directorate of Technical Operations (DTO) is responsible for the maintenance of the TIIF.

4.  PROCEDURES/INSTRUCTIONS

  a.  The Chief of the Technical Data Management Division will furnish personnel in the Management Support Office criteria for initiating this as a required program.

  b.  An IOM is to be forwarded to the Office of Data Systems requesting that a Section Card be input to SAMMS Technical Subsystem.  The Section Card should contain the following data:

    (1) Base Date of Last Transaction.

    (2) Number of Document Number records to be deleted, if not specified set to a maximum of 10,000.

  c.  Personnel within the Technical Data Management Division will receive the two part, F-358 Report (with ORC S1T in the header) reflecting the Base date used to select Document Number records to be deleted.  Part 1 will display the Date of Last Transaction on the first deleted Document Number record sorted by ascending document number; oldest document number records by Date of Last Transaction.  Part 2 contains all of the Document Number records that have been deleted in part 1 in ascending Document Number sequence regardless of the Date of Last Transaction.

  d.  The TDMD will use the report to pull aperture cards from the manual files on each of the deleted Document Number records reflected.  Storage of this listing is be determined by each Defense Supply Center (DSC).
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
