            (Supplementation is permitted at all levels.)

     The Standard Automated Materiel Management Systems (SAMMS) Technical Operations Procedures manual contains the operating policies, rules, and procedures covering the maintenance of the SAMMS Technical and Logistics Subsystem with support for Contracting, Provisioning, Requirements, and Distribution Subsystems.  This manual is prepared and maintained by the Defense Logistics Agency (DLA) Systems Integration Office (DSIO), and published under the direction of the DLA, Executive Director, Technical and Logistics Services, Defense Logistic Agency   (J-33).

     The manual is published in twelve parts.  The purpose of Part 11 is to provide uniform general procedures for maintaining the Total Item Record (TIR) of SAMMS.

     Each part of the manual is mandatory for use by all Defense Supply Centers (DSCs) participating in SAMMS.  The DSCs may, where required, issue supplementary instructions relative to and consistent with the policies and procedures established by J-33.  One copy of each supplementary instruction will be furnished to HQ DLA, ATTN:  J-33 and DLA Systems Integration Office, ATTN:  DSIO-MS.

     This revision contains the latest procedural changes caused by implementation of various System Change Requests (SCRs) to SAMMS and incorporates them in the January 2002 publication of the Defense Logistics Agency Publications System (DLAPS), as follows:

       SCR USL0H6-118, Interface Design Application to Support TISCA/JEDMICS, adds and deletes various Rights Codes and Technical Document Availability Codes from the Joint Engineering Data Management and Information Control System (JEDMICS)/Technical Information Storage and Control Application (TISCA) interface and support.  The YB8 Bidset and document requests from TISCA on-line, bidset updates from TISCA to JEDMICS, and TISCA transactions from Logistics Reassignment to the gaining center, have been eliminated.  No YB8 requests are generated as the result of a logistics transfer.  Military Engineering Data Assets Location System (MEDALS) and Automated Bidset Interface (ABI) updates will no longer be forwarded from TISCA.  These updates will now come from JEDMICS.
