1.  Number of characters:  One.

2.  Type of code:  Alphabetic.

3.  Explanation:  A single alphabetic code used to direct item users to the more detailed hazardous information stored in the HMIS as well as provide for proper recognition and management of hazardous items in the supply system and to assure proper handling, storage, use, transporta-tion, and disposal of hazardous material.

4.  The following codes are assigned:

CODE     DEFINITION 

D        Indicates there is no information in the HMIS:  however, the 

         NSN is in a FSC in Table I of Fed Std 313 and a MSDS should be 

         available to the user.

N        Indicates there is no data in the HMIS and the NSN is in a FSC 

         not generally suspected of containing hazardous materials.

P        Indicates there is no information in the HMIS; however, the NSN 

         is in a FSC in Table II of Fed Std 313 and a MSDS may be re-

         quired by the user.  The requirement for a MSDS is dependent on 

         a hazard determination of the supplier or the intended end use 

         of the product.

Y        Indicates information is in the HMIS.

NOTE:  Code Y will be determined by DGSC and provided to DLSC for input to the DLSC TIR.  Codes D, P, and N will be determined and generated by DLSC.
