NOTE 1:  When alpha QCCs (left-justified) are used, the system will validate a field consisting of alpha-blank-blank, alpha-alpha-blank, or alpha-alpha-alpha.  When validated, the system will go to the Lookup Table to translate the alpha code to clause numbers.  It will also extract the number and date from the Interim Amendment/Quality Assurance Provision Number and date fields.  This data will be printed on the PR Trailer in the format shown in appendix F-27.  

NOTE 2:  If the QCC field does not contain alpha-blank-blank, the system (DCSC only) will not use the Lookup Table and will print only the QCC on the PR Trailer.  
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
