1.  Number of Characters:  Seven.

2.  Type of Code:  Alphanumeric.

3.  Explanation:  The Time Change Indicator Code indicates the periodic replacement timeframe based on service maintenance schedules.

4.  The following are the structure and codes that are assigned:

  a.  First position identifies the category of time change:

CODE          DEFINITION
F             Finite (items requiring demilitarization and destruction).

I             Service life from date of installation.

M             Service life from date of manufacture.

T             Time between overhaul.

O             Other (see Technical History, CTDF Option D).

  b.  Second position identifies the measure of time.

H             Hours.

D             Days.

W             Weeks.

M             Months

Y             Years.

  c.  Positions 3-7 identifies the duration of time; e.g., IH01800 for aircraft engine blades equals 1800 hours from the date of installation; MM00036 equals 36 months from the manufactured date.
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
