1.  PURPOSE 



  This report is intended as a unit control for the operating elements to assure subsequent response and release of a Recommended Buy suspended by the system because of insufficient data.  The report is cumulative and will list each overage Recommended Buy suspended by the system for missing data at the time the report is prepared.  



2.  ORIGIN 



  The Delinquent Missing Data Overage Report is prepared by the computer from data posted to the Missing Data Suspense File during the technical data review process and which is still outstanding at the end of the authorized processing timeframes.  See section 5, paragraph 205505.

    (3) TITLE - Delinquent Missing Data Overage Report.

    (6) REQUIRED TOTALS - None.  



  b.  Data Organization:  



    (1) Sequence - National Stock Number (NSN).  



    (2) Number of lines per page - Variable.  



    (3) Spacing - Double.  



    (4) Page Break - On the NSN.  



  c.  Captions and Explanation of Data Elements:  



    (1) NATIONAL STOCK NUMBER (16 positions, 13 digits with dashes separating the component parts).  

�    (2) DATE DUE-IN - The date data was due-in as computed by the system within the criteria shown in paragraph 205504 of this manual (two position year, three position Julian day).  



    (3) DAYS DELQ - The number of days the missing data is overdue.  



    (4) DIR DEL - An X under this caption indicates data is required for a direct delivery type buy.  



    (5) STK BUY - An X under this caption indicates data is required for a stock replenishment type buy.  



    (6) PRI - Priority from the Purchase Request (two positions).  



    (7) PROJ-CD - Project Code, from the Requisition (three positions).  



    (8) RECOMMENDED BUY NUMBER AND DOLLAR VALUES - Total dollar value of each recommended buy suspended for data.  



    (9) MISSING ELEMENTS - The data elements considered by the system to be missing and still required before the recommended buys can be released.  



5.  DISTRIBUTION AND RETENTION 



  Distribute to the Directorate of Contracting and Production and the Directorate of Technical Operations.  The number of copies to be retained and/or forwarded will be determined by each Defense Supply Center.
