1.  PURPOSE 



  This report is to notify that data elements required for a specific recommended buy action are not available in the Procurement Technical Data File (PTDF).  



2.  ORIGIN 



  a.  The Missing Data Work List (MDWL) is computer generated when a recommended buy first enters the Procurement Subsystem if data elements required to prepare a Purchase Request (PR) are missing, or if required by one of the review codes.  See paragraph 3 for Missing Data Work List criteria.  



  b.  The computer will count and produce a statistical summary of all RBs that were subjected to the review process during a cycle.  The summary will be attached at the end of the MDWL.  See paragraph 4 for MDWL Summary of Management Statistics Criteria.

      (a) NSN/PGC - NATIONAL STOCK NUMBER - (16 positions, 13 digits with dashes separating the component parts)/Procurement Group Code (will include the four position DSC designation followed by four asterisks and the five position PGC.  



      (b) DATE DUE-IN - Computer generated (two position year and three position Julian date).  



      (c) DAYS DELQ - The actual number of days the requirement is overage, when applicable.  



      (d) STK REP - An X under this caption indicates data is required for a stock replenishment type buy.  



      (e) DIR DEL - An X under this caption indicates data is required for a direct delivery type buy.  



      (f) DATA ELEMENT MESSAGE - The missing data elements required to release the recommended buy expressed by one or more of the 15 messages (see appendix E-512 P).  



      (g) REVIEW CODES PROV ENG CAT QA TOR SSR - Computer will indicate the applicable data review(s) by placing an X under PROV, ENG, CAT, QA, TOR, or SSR.  



      (h) PRIORITY - A two position code indicating priority for processing.  



      (i) SPECIAL PROJ CODE - Identifies applicable special project or program. 



      (j) RECOMMENDED BUY NUMBER - Position 1:  Blank or A (A = Walk Through); pos. 2:  R (Requirements RB) or D (Distribution RB); pos. 3:  DSC Cognizance Indicator Code (see appendix A-17); pos. 4-8:  Julian date; pos. 9-14:  Serial Number.  



      (k) TOTAL DOLLAR VALUE OF ALL SUSPENDED RB - Total dollar value of each recommended buy suspended for data.  



      (l) MORE DATA IN TIR - YES or NO will be printed to indicate TIR contains more reference numbers than the reference numbers printed on listing.  



      (m) CAGE - The Commercial and Government Entity, a five position numeric code assigned to manufacturers which is used to identify sources of supply.  

�      (n) REFERENCE NUMBER - A number other than an activity stock number which is used to identify a manufacturers item of production, a maximum of five definitive reference numbers will be printed.  



      (o) RNCC - The Reference Number Category Code, applicable to the reference number (one position).

      (d) REVIEW CONDITIONS - Listing of conditions that are required or not reflected in the PTDF record before PR can be generated and causes the RB to be suspended until record is updated.  



      (e) NSNs/PGCs SUSPENDED - Total number of items suspended for indicated Review Conditions.  



5.  DISTRIBUTION AND RETENTION 



  Distributed to the Directorate of Contracting and Production and the Directorate of Technical Operations.  The number of copies to be retained and/or forwarded will be determined by each Defense Supply Center.  



6.  PROCEDURES FOR REVIEW AND PROCESSING 



  a.  For instructions on how to utilize the MDWL printout see appendix E-512 P.The printout will be accompanied by one to three Missing Data Notification Cards containing the National Stock Number, the processing priority code, the output date, and a Code P, T, and/or C to indicate that the missing data is the responsibility of Packaging, Technical Operations, and/or the Directorate of Contracting and Production.  These cards furnish unit control of the work and are not intended to serve as input media.  See appendix F-7A for card format.  



  b.  The Missing Data Work List Summary of Management Statistics will be used for local management purposes as required.  
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
