                     S/D/T/P MASS INTERROGATION REPLY/

                  PACKAGING DATA MASS INTERROGATION REPLY

1.  PURPOSE 

  To provide a listing of those NSNs in the S/D/T/P portion of the records when File Codes A through F and K are used.  Applicable packaging data records will be output when File Codes G, H, and J are used.  

2.  ORIGIN 

  Contracting Subsystem, Contracting Technical Data File (CTDF).  These lists are prepared when Interrogation Requests containing DIC YPL are processed (appendix B-904) and will be in three formats equated to titles cited in subparagraph 4a(4). 

3.  FREQUENCY 

  As requested.  

4.  FORMAT 

  a.  Heading Line:  

    (1) PF-011 - Report Number.  

    (2) D_SC - Processing DSC.  

    (3) ORC - (Source Code) three position code used to identify the originator of the interrogation (see appendix A-49).  

    (4) TITLE - S/D/T/P Mass Interrogation Reply or Packaging Data Mass Interrogation Reply.  

    (5) DATE - Indicates date listing was output from the computer.  

    (6) PAGE - Page Number.  

  b.  Data Organization:  

    (1) Sequence:  

      (a) Major - Source Code.  

      (b) Minor - Interrogation Code with NSN as next sequence within Interrogation Code.  

    (2) Number of lines per page - Full page (approximately 40 lines).  

    (3) Spacing - Single.  

    (4) Page Break - On change of FSC, Source Code or full page.  

    (5) Required Totals - None.  

  c.  Captions and Explanation of Data Elements (S/D/T/P Mass Interroga-tion Reply):  

    (1) STOCK NUMBER (13-digits with dashes separating major segments).  

    (2) SPECIFICATION/DRAWING/STANDARD/PUBLICATION NUMBER - Variable length field.  Reflects the S/D/T/P number as input when Interrogation Code A or F were used.  When Code E was used in the input, all documents coded with the particular S, D, T, or P as applicable, will appear as entries.  

    (3) S/D/T/P CODE - Specification/Drawing/Standard/Publication Code.  One position alphabetic.  Identifies the type of document appearing in previous column (appendix A-55).  

    (4) B/R - Basic Reference Code.  Indicates the relationship of the S/D/T/P Document Number to the Stock Number (appendix A-8).  

    (5) S/D/T/P DATE - Julian date of the S/D/T/P document.  

    (6) VAL DATE - Julian date of the specification validation required by DLAR 4140.37.  

    (7) AMENDMENT NO. DATE - Variable length field.  Identifies the amendment number and date, if applicable, for the document cited in third position (subparagraph (3) above).  

    (8) QPL - Qualified Products List.  Three positions maximum (alphabetic).  Entry will be in accordance with codes explained in appendix A-44.  

    (9) REVIEW CODES/PRV ENG CAT Q-A T-O - S-S - Entry will be one position alphabetic.  Y indicates Review Is Required, N indicated No Review Required.  (Blank indicates code not assigned.) The captions are identified as follows and if entry of code(s) other than Y or N is applicable, reference (for identification) is furnished:  

      (a) PRV - Provisioning Review (Y, N, or blank).  

      (b) ENG - Engineering Review (Y, N, or blank).  

      (c) CAT - Catalog Review (Y, N, or blank).  

      (d) Q-A - Quality Assurance Review (Y, N, or blank).  

      (e) T-O - Technical Operations Review (appendix A-62).  

      (f) S-S - Sole Source Review (appendix A-53).  

   (10) PIC - Place of Inspection Code.  One position alphabetic or numeric (appendix A-72).  

   (11) QCC - Quality Control Code.  One position alphabetic or numeric code (appendix A-46).  

NOTE:  When Interrogation Code D is used, the PLACE OF INSPECTION and the QUALITY CONTROL columns will contain only the codes input.  If either one or both of these columns are blank on the F-11 Report, when Interrogation Code B or C or D is used, it indicates position 4 of the input transcript was blank (an omission).  In such an instance the NSNs cited on the F-11 Report will be the stock numbers without a PIC, QCC or both.  

   (12) FILE CODE - Entry will be one position alphabetic.  Reflects the Interrogation Code (A through F) (appendix A-23, Group II).  

   (13) Interrogation replies to File Code K will be printed under header title cited in subparagraph 4c in the format of F-72.  The following differences will also apply:  

      (a) File Code K will not be shown unless a NEGATIVE REPL is output.  

      (b) When positive data is printed and File Code K was submitted in the transaction the F-72 data will not contain the Contract History, Negotiation Justification Statement and the PR Routing Code.  

  d.  Packaging Data Mass Interrogation Reply:  

    (1) NSN - Same as subparagraph c(1) above.  

    (2) Categorization Codes:

      (a) PC - Physical characteristic entry will be two position alpha or numeric code.

      (b) WF - Weight/Fragility Code - Entry will be one position alpha code.

      (c) PM - Preservative Material Category Code - Entry will be one position alpha or numeric code.

      (d) HM - Hazardous Material Indicator Code - Entry will be one position alpha code.

      (e) QUP - Quantity per Unit Pack - Entry will be three position alpha or numeric code.

      (f) TY - Type of Item - Entry may be one position alpha (C, S, or Z).

    (3) PFI - Field Indicator Code - Entry will be one position alphabetic Codes A, B, C, D, and E will appear.

    (4) SUBFIELD 1 - Entry reflects the data applicable to the Military preservation and packaging - Field Indicator Code A; Packing Data Code - Field Indicator Code B; marking indicates MIL-STD-129 - Field Indicator Code C; Special Packaging Instructions Number and Revision Number Field Indicator Code D; and Supplemental Instruction Field Indicator Code E, which is in the clear and extends a maximum of 41 positions across subfields 2 and 3 as applicable.

    (5) SUBFIELD 2 - Intermediate Container Code and Intermediate Container Quantity - Field Indicator Code A; Packing Data Code - Field Indicator Code B; Marking indicating the applicable marking code from MIL-STD-129 - Field Indicator Code C; Palletization Code and Revision Number - Field Indicator Code D.

    (6) SUBFIELD 3 - Field Indicator Code A; Packing Data Code - Field Indicator Code B; SPI Date/Palletization date - Field Indicator Code D.

    (7) TABLE DECISIONS - Entry will reflect the packaging print routine alphas or zeros as established in the Packaging Determination Table (appendix A-35A) of each applicable record.  

    (8) FILE CODE - Entry will be one position alphabetic.  Reflects Interrogation Code (G, H, J, K, M, or N) as shown in appendix A-23, Group II.

  e.  Negative Replies:  

    The message NEGATIVE REPL will be printed under the NSN column when requested data is not recorded in the PTDF for all File Codes.  

    (1) When File Codes A through F are present, the interrogated data will also be printed under the corresponding columnar heading.  

    (2) When File Codes G, H, J, K, M, and N are present, the submitted FSC will be printed.  For File Code G, the submitted PDTN will also be printed; for File Code J, the submitted Type Code (C, S or Z) will be printed; for File Code M, the Hazardous Material Indicator Code (A-H, K-N, or P-S) will be printed; for File Code N, the Submitted Preservative Material Category Code (A-M, Z, or O) will be printed.
