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                      PACKAGING DATA RECORD BY FSC

1.  PURPOSE 

  To provide a listing of the packaging data by FSC.  Listing is output whenever an establishment, deletion, or change to the record is processed.  If an NSN does not have individual packaging data established but the packaging data for the related FSC is established, the FSC packaging data will be applied to the NSN.  All other NSNs not having individual or related FSC packaging data will be output on a Missing Data Worklist (MDWL appendix F-9) prior to release of the PR.

2.  ORIGIN 

  This list is generated as a result of packaging data input (by FSC).  The complete packaging record will be printed after update.  The changed data will be identified with input DIC(s) and Maint Codes(s) opposite the fields of data which were updated.  Unchanged data fields will not reflect these two data elements.  If the total record is deleted, only the FSC, DIC, Maintenance Code and Field Codes will be printed.  Data fields will be blank.  

3.  FREQUENCY

  Each procurement cycle which contains packaging data updates by FSC.

4.  FORMAT 

  a.  Heading Line:  

    (1) PF-12 - Report Number.

    (2) D_SC - Processing DSC.  

    (3) ORC - Output Routing Code.  

    (4) TITLE - Packaging Data Record by FSC.  

    (5) DATE - Indicates date listing was output from computer.  

    (6) PAGE NO. - Page Number.  

  b.  Data Organization:  

    (1) Sequence:  

      (a) Major - ORC.  

      (b) Intermediate - FSC.  

      (c) Intermediate - DIC.  

      (d) Intermediate - Maintenance Code.

      (e) Minor - Categorization Code.

      (f) Minor - Optional Procedure Indicator Code.

      (g) Minor - Intermediate Container Code.

      (h) Minor - Field Code.  

    (2) Number of lines per page - Variable.  

    (3) Spacing - Single.  

    (4) Page Break - On change of ORC and FSC.  

  c.  Captions and Explanation of Data Elements:  

    (1) FSC - The FSC is the four digit commodity classification code.  The first two digits identify the group and the last two digits identify the class within the group.  

    (2) DIC - Document Identifier Code.  A three position code which is used to identify the various input transactions (appendix A-1).

    (3) MAINT CODE - Maintenance Code.  A single position numeric or alphabetic code which identifies the type of input action (appendix    A-28).

    (4) CATEGORIZATION CODE - A nine position alphanumeric code made up of the following:

      (a) PC - PHYSICAL AND CHEMICAL CHARACTERISTICS - The two position code that defines the physical and chemical characteristics of the item in the FSC (appendix A-88).

      (b) WF - WEIGHT/FRAGILITY - The one position code that defines the weight/fragility grouping of the item in the FSC (appendix A-89).

      (c) PM - PRESERVATIVE MATERIAL - The one position code that defines the preservation material required for the level A preservation of the items in the FSC (appendix A-90).

      (d) HM - HAZARDOUS MATERIAL INDICATOR - The one position code that defines whether or not the items in a FSC are hazardous, and if so, why the items are hazardous (appendix A-33).

      (e) QUP - QUANTITY PER UNIT PACK - The three position code that defines the number of units of issue contained in a unit pack (appendix A-91).

      (f) TY - TYPE OF ITEM - The one position code that defines the classification of items in the FSC (appendix A-92).

    (5) OPI - OPTIONAL PROCEDURE INDICATOR CODE - A one position code used to identify whether or not optional packaging methods may be used for the items in the FSC, and if so, what specific methods are authorized (appendix A-94).

    (6) F/C - FILE CODE - A single alphabetic code used to indicate the data field to which the transaction is applicable.

    (7) SUBFIELD-1 DATA - A variable field containing the following:

      (a) FIELD A DATA - A 12-position field containing Military data from MIL-STD-2073-1D.

      (b) FIELD B DATA - A one position field containing Level A packing data from MIL-STD-2073-1D.

      (c) FIELD C DATA - An in-the-clear field defining MIL-STD-129 for packaging marking.  One position following reference to MIL-STD-129, the Revision Number of MIL-STD-129 will appear, as applicable.

      (d) FIELD D DATA - An 10-position field containing applicable SPI reference and 1 position field containing the revision indicator.

      (e) FIELD E DATA - A 44-position field containing supplemental packaging instructions.  A maximum of five lines of data may appear.

      (f) FIELD F DATA – Five 5-position fields containing SDDT numbers.

    (8) SUBFIELD-2 DATA - A variable field containing the following:

      (a) FIELD A DATA - A two position I/CNT Code and a three position ICQ.

      (b) FIELD B DATA - A one position field containing Level B packing data from MIL-STD-2073-1D.

      (c) FIELD C DATA - A one position field containing special marking data from appendix A-95.

      (d) FIELD D DATA - An 10-position field containing applicable palletization reference and 1 position field containing the revision indicator.

   (10) SUBFIELD 3 DATA - A variable field containing the following:

      (a) FIELD A DATA – Not used. 

      (b) FIELD B DATA – Not used.  

      (c) FIELD C DATA - Not used.

      (d) FIELD D DATA - An 11-position field containing dates of the latest revision(s) of the applicable SPI and palletization references.

   (11) PACKAGING DETERMINATION DATA - A 9-position field which identifies the standard packaging element decision and the associated packaging requirements for each decision element (appendices A-32A and A-35A).

5.  DISTRIBUTION AND RETENTION 

  Distributed to the Office/Individual identified by the ORC.  Number of copies will be determined by each DSC.  Listing will be used by the recipient to validate the correctness/completeness of input.  Listing can also be used as a basis for future changes, retained as a reference document, or used to satisfy requirements for walk through PRs.  Retention policy will be established by each DSC. 
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
