1.  PURPOSE 



  a.  To provide notification to the Directorate of Technical Operations (DTO) personnel of all maintenance transactions processed to the CTDF Table Look-Up File.  



  b.  To provide a response to an interrogation of the CTDF Table Look-Up File. 



  c.  To provide a listing of the complete CTDF Table Look-Up File semiannually.  



2.  ORIGIN 



  a.  CTDF Table Look-Up Notification and interrogation reply is generated as a result of input DIC YQP, prepared in accordance with appendices B-508 and E-508 P.  



  b.  Listing of complete CTDF Table Look-Up File is system generated semiannually.  



3.  FREQUENCY 



  a.  CTDF Table Look-Up notifications and interrogation replies - Each procurement cycle.  



  b.  Listing of complete CTDF Table Look-Up File - As of 30 June and 31 December each calendar year.  



4.  FORMAT 



  a.  Heading Line:  



    (1) PF-17 - Report Number.  



    (2) D_SC - Processing DSC.  



    (3) ORC - Source Code.  Code identifying the originator of the update/interrogation transaction (three positions).  



NOTE:  The Source Code will not be reflected on the semiannual system generated listing.  



    (4) TITLE - CTDF Table Look-Up Update Notifications/Interrogation Replies.  



    (5) DATE - Indicates date listing was output from computer.  



    (6) PAGE - Page Number.  

�  b.  Data Organization:  



    (1) Sequence - Table Control Number.  



    (2) Number of lines per page - Variable.  



    (3) Spacing - Single.  



    (4) Page Break - On change of Source Code or full page.  



    (5) Required Totals - None.  



  c.  Captions and Explanation of Data Elements:  



    (1) TABLE CONTROL NO. - Five position numeric or alphanumeric code.  



    (2) INTERR IND - Interrogation Indicator - An asterisk (*) will be printed to indicate that Table Control No. data was output as result of an interrogation request.  This field will be blank if output is a result of an update transaction, or semiannual complete file dump.  



    (3) LINE NO. - A line number (three positions) indicates the sequence of the table text for the Table Control No.  A maximum of 25 lines of storage for each alphanumeric table number is permitted.  A maximum of 200 lines of storage for each numeric table number is permitted.  



    (4) TABLE TEXT - Descriptive, Preservation, Packaging, Packing or Specification/Standard/Drawing/Publication supplemental data which is applicable to Table Control No.  This data will be printed each time the Table Control No. is reflected in the PID, S/T/D/P or PPP fields of the CTDF record.  NO RECORD IN FILE will be printed when interrogated Table Control Number is not in the file, or when maintenance transaction has been processed to delete the Table Control No.  



5.  DISTRIBUTION AND RETENTION 



  One copy to the Source Code indicated on the interrogation/maintenance transaction and one copy to Management Support Office, Directorate of Technical Operations to be retained to use as reference until the new semiannual listing is distributed.  The semiannual listing will be distributed to the DTO Management Support Office.  The number of copies and retention will be determined by each DSC.
