                    PURCHASE REQUEST TRAILER LISTING



1.  PURPOSE 



  a.  The Purchase Request Trailer Listing is used to supply the Directorate of Contracting and Production (DPP) with additional data elements required for processing a Purchase Request (PR) and the data elements are not included in the format of the SF 36.  Every PR mechanically prepared on the SF 36 must be accompanied by a PR Trailer Listing which is also mechanically prepared.  



  b.  In addition to the above, the data contained on the PR Trailer List is potentially beneficial to the technicians in the Directorate of Technical Operations (DTO) for resolving procurement difficulties associated with Return Purchase Requests.  



2.  ORIGIN 



  The PR Trailer List is prepared by the computer from data contained in the Procurement Technical Data File Master (File Code C).  See chapter 5, section II.  



3.  FREQUENCY 



  Daily.  



4.  FORMAT 



  a.  Heading Line:  



    (1) F-27 - Report Number.  



    (2) D_SC - Processing DSC.  



    (3) TITLE - Purchase Request Trailer Listing.  



    (4) DATE - Date listing was output by the computer.  



    (5) PAGE - Page Number.  



  b.  Data Organization:  



    (1) Sequence:  



      (a) Major - Purchase Request Number.



      (b) Minor - National Stock Number.

�    (2) Number of lines per page - Variable.



    (3) Spacing - Single and Double.



    (4) Page break - On change of Purchase Request Number.



  c.  Captions and Explanation of Data Elements:



    (1) PURCHASE NUMBER - Number assigned by the computer for the Purchase Request.



    (2) STOCK NUMBER - NSN which is to be procured.



    (3) PDC - Procurement Document Code.  A code which indicates the type of procurement document to which the transaction is applicable.



    (4) STK UI - Stock Unit of Issue.  The unit of issue for the material required.



    (5) UNIT PRICE - The price per unit of issue for the material required.



    (6) UNIT WT. - Unit weight.  The weight of each unit of issue.



    (7) UNIT CUBE - The cubic measurement of an item based on the item unit of issue.



    (8) STUDY - Study Generation Date - A five position Julian date which indicates the date that the request for amendment action was generated/received.



    (9) PDLT - Production Lead Time - A three position field indicating the time interval between the award of a contract and the availability of the initial significant delivery (51%) of the CLIN quantity.  The figure will be expressed to the nearest tenth of a month.  



   (10) TPA - Type Pack Code.  A code used to designate the physical state of outer packing for Subsistence items in stock or being issued, received or adjusted.  



   (11) CI - Critical Item.  A code used to designate if the item being purchased has a critical application.  



   (12) AMC - Acquisition Method.  A code used to record the procurement decision on which the item will be procurred as competitive or noncompetitive in accordance with the criteria established by DLAM 4130.3.  



   (13) AMSC - Acquisition Method Suffix Code - A one position code which describes the adequacy of the Technical Data in the possession of the DSC and is used in conjunction with PMC by the buyer to determine whether or not item may be purchased competitively.  

�   (14) ORC - Output Routing Code.  A code which indicates the Inventory Manager (IM) who has responsibility for management of the stock number.



  (15) SSR - Sole Source Review Code.  An alpha code used to indicate the frequency which Technical Operations personnel desire to review a sole source item.  



   (16) WS - Weapons System Code.  An alpha code which indicates whether an item is involved in supporting a designed weapon system.  



   (17) SPC - Source of Procurement Code.  A code stored in the Require-ments/Distribution Subsystem to indicate the source of supply, e.g., commercial, GSA, etc.  



   (18) PAC - Provisioning Action Code.  A code which identifies stock/ part numbers for which provisioning technical documentation statements will be included on solicitation.  



   (19) TMC - Technical Manual Required Code.  A code which indicates the type of technical manual required when procurement of a stock number is being made.  



   (20) VEP - Value Engineering and Packing Savings Code.  An alpha code used to identify an item coded under a DSCs Value Engineering or Package Cost Reduction Program.  



   (21) B/O - Backorder.  Denotes backorders in existence at the time of PR generation.  



   (22) OSD - Out of Stock Date.  Indicates when the system will be out of stock on item required.



   (23) DMS - Defense Material System.  The indication provided by this code is to direct the flow of materials and products to the nation's defense projects.  



   (24) RC - Requirements Contract Code.  A code used to indicate an item is appearing on a Requirement Type Contract.  



   (25) CONV. FACTOR - Conversion Factor.  This field contains a numerical factor or multiplier used to convert the stock quantity and commercial unit of issue to purchase quantity by the conversion factor, resulting in the purchase quantity appearing on the PR.  



   (26) TECH DATA REV CODES P E C Q T - Technical Data Review Codes.  An alpha code used to establish the frequency with which DTO personnel desire to review the data recorded in the PTDF.  



   (27) GFM RQD - Government Furnished Material.  Code denotes GFM is required. 



   (28) PLACE OF INSPECTION - Inspection clause printed in-the-clear for inclusion on solicitation/award.  

�   (29) QUALITY CONTROL CODE/CLAUSE - Quality Assurance Clauses.  Computer will print from two to three in-the-clear clauses to include reference to Interim Amendment Cut Sheet for inclusion on solicitation/award.  



  (30) CAGE LAST PROCUREMENT MFG PART NUMBER - The part number identifying the manufacturer's item supplied on the last procurement.  



   (31) CAGE LAST PROCUREMENT DRAWING NUMBER - The number identifying the drawing used on the previous procurement.  If the drawing exceeds 30-positions, a dollar ($) symbol will appear in the 30th position.  



   (32) PAST BUY PROCUREMENT HISTORY DATA DIRECT DELIVERIES, PAST BUY PROCUREMENT HISTORY DATA STOCK BUYS, and SIS BASE PRICE - The computer will print up to a maximum of seven prior procurements to consist of three most recent Direct Deliveries, three most recent Stock Buys and last SIS (Shipping Instruction Sheet) Base Price.  



NOTE:  SIS Base Price does not pertain to DPSC.  A maximum of four stock buys will be shown in lieu of SIS Base Price.  



    The following data will be provided, if  available, and recorded.   



      (a) Contract Number - (PIIN) 



      (b) CAGE - Contractor's Code 



      (c) N/A - Negotiated/Advertised Code 



      (d) UI - Purchase Unit of Issue 



      (e) UNIT OR AVG PRICE - This field consists of:  



        1.  Preservation, packaging, packing and marking charge.  



        2.  A net price which has had trade discount deducted.  Prompt payment discounts are not included.  



      (f) AWARD DATE - The award date of the contract is shown as a five digit Julian date.  



      (g) QUANTITY - The quantity purchased.  Caution:  If comparing price and quantity, note that Purchase Unit of Issue is the contractor's method of supply and may differ from Stock Unit of Issue.  



      (h) OPT DATE - Option Provision Date (Prior Procurement).  If contract included an option for increased quantity clause, the last date by which the option may be exercised will be shown.  



      (i) FOB - Free on Board.  Code indicating both the point of inspection and acceptance.  

�      (j) RB - Representative Buy.  A code which indicates that the buy is representative for procurement leadtime calculations in the Requirement Subsystem. 



      (k) NAME - ADDRESS OF LAST VENDOR - Same as the heading implies.  



   (33) REQTS CONTRACT - Requirements Contract.  This entry applies to items contained in Requirements Contract Master File (RCMF).  If the computer is unable to prepare a delivery order due to the fact that the item failed to meet the criteria contained in the RCMF, the computer will list the applicable requirements contract(s) and contract line items.  



      (a) BASIC CONTRACT NO. - The applicable requirements contract number.  



      (b) CLIN - Contract Line Items.  



   (34) OPEN PRs - Cross-reference list of other PRs currently unawarded for the same stock/part number furnished to facilitate consolidation of multiple requirements into one procurement.  



   (35) OPEN CONTRACTS - The computer will print a maximum of 10 open contracts involving the identical item as being purchased.  



   (36) SUGGESTED SOURCES AND REFERENCES:  



      (a) Computer will print up to a maximum of five sources of supply as recorded in the Total Item Record (TIR) with a Reference Number Category Code (RNCC) of 1, 2, 3, 5 or 7.  Each entry will contain:  



        1.  CAGE (RNCC will follow CAGE).  



        2.  Part Number with complete name and address of vendor(s).  



      (b) An asterisk following the CAGE denotes that vendor(s) currently 

has either a Requirement, BOA or BPA type contract with the Center.  



   (37) Each trailer will contain one of the three following legends as appropriate:  



      (a) MORE REFERENCES AVAILABLE IN DD 635 - YES.



      (b) MORE REFERENCES AVAILABLE IN DD 635 - NO.



      (c) NO REFERENCES AVAILABLE IN DD 635.



   (38) SPECIFICATION, DRAWING OR STANDARD NUMBER - A number which identifies a specific specification drawing or standard which is related to a specific stock number.  

�   (39) QPL/RDC - Qualified Products List/Rights-In-Data Code.  A code signifying the application of an existing Qualified Products List.  A Code U or L will indicate a Rights-In-Data Code and identifies the usability of the drawing number to which it applies.  



   (40) SEA IND - Southeast Asia Indicator.  A code received as part of an RB indicating whether or not the ship to point is located in the Southeast Asia area.  



   (41) PR TOTAL QUANTITY - Represents the total quantity of PR in stock unit of issue.  



   (42) TOTAL PRICE - Value of PR at standard price.  



   (43) CONTRACTOR WILL NOT SHIP PRIOR TO 50 DAYS OF RDD - (Required Delivery Date).  This message will be printed on Direct Delivery items only when applicable.  



   (44) SPECIAL ANNOTATION CODE - A code input by the IM which is translated into an in-the-clear message on the PR Trailer.  Each DSC determines which codes and messages that will be used and the action to be taken.  



   (45) THIS IS A REBUY ITEM - Indicates the item had been on a contract which was canceled.



   (46) NEGOTIATION JUSTIFICATION - 57-character message providing the reasons for noncompetitive status.



   (47) PROVISION SUPPORT MESSAGE - The computer will print any messages contained in the Provisioning Support File for the item.



   (48) SPECIAL MESSAGES - Various messages printed to alert procurement personnel concerning special aspects pertaining to the procurement.



   (49) MILSTRIP ADVICE CODE MESSAGES - An in-the-clear message is printed on the PR trailer when a RB is identified as having MILSTRIP.  Advices Codes 2B, 2D, 2L, and 2T.



5.  DISTRIBUTION AND RETENTION



  Distributed to DPP with each computer generated PR.  The number of copies to be retained and/or forwarded will be determined by the requirements of each DSC.



6.  PROCEDURES FOR REVIEW AND PROCESSING



  Review by DTO will be made in the event DPP cannot process the PR for procurement action.  Corrective action by DTO will be taken, when required, in accordance with procedures cited in chapter 5, section III.
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
