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               TECHNICAL OPERATIONS DRAWING LIST PRINTOUT



1.  PURPOSE 



  a.  A listing which identifies to the Directorate of Technical Opera-tions those items for which a drawing must be made available to the Directorate of Contracting and Production for inclusion with the Purchase Request (PR) Documents.  



  b.  The requirement for drawing support is determined by the computer at the time of the technical data review processing and the need is posted and held in suspense until the Recommended Buy is released to the next process.  The need is then entered on the Technical Operations Drawing List Printout.  



2.  ORIGIN 



  This list is generated when the CTDF has a Y in pos. 56, DIC YQL (ap-pendix B-523) and a Recommended Buy is processed by the Requirements/ Distribution Subsystems.  



3.  FREQUENCY 



  Daily.  



4.  FORMAT 



  a.  Heading Line:  



    (1) LF-29 - Report Number.  



    (2) TITLE - Tech Ops Drawing List Printout.  



    (3) DATE - Date listing was output by the computer.  



    (4) PAGE - Page Number.  



  b.  Data Organization:  



    (1) Sequence:  



      (a) Major - National Stock Number (NSN).  



      (b) Minor - PR Number.  



    (2) Number of lines per page - Variable.  



    (3) Spacing - Double.  



    (4) Page Break - On change of NSN.  

�    (5) Required Totals - Total dollar value of the PR.  



  c.  Captions and Explanation of Data Elements:  



    (1) STOCK NR - An NSN which identifies an item of supply as established in the PTDF.   (16 positions maximum).  



    (2) PR NUMBER - Purchase Request Number (14 positions).  



    (3) DRAWING NUMBER - As reflected in the S/D/T/P field of the CTDF (identified by Code D in pos. 50 of DIC YQS).  



NOTE:  Drawing numbers exceeding 30-positions will be so indicated by a dollar symbol ($) in pos. 30.  The complete drawing number may be obtained by submittal of an interrogation request in accordance with appendix B-903, DIC YPH, File Code C.  



    (4) DATE - The date of the reflected drawing number.  Julian date in accordance with appendix A-14.  



    (5) AMEND NR - The amendment number related to the reflected drawing.  



    (6) AMEND DATE - The date of the amendment number.  Julian date in accordance with appendix A-14.  



    (7) RDC - Rights-In-Data-Code.  Indicates the usability of the referenced drawing for procurement purposes (appendix A-50).  



    (8) B/R - Basic-Reference Code.  Indicates the relationship of the drawing number to the Stock Number (appendix A-8).  



    (9) TYPE NUMBER - Reflects additional identification of the drawing as related to the NSN, e.g., Type, Piece, Dash Number or Part Number.  



   (10) TOTAL PRICE - Indicates (in dollars and cents) the total buy value of the referenced PR (17 positions maximum, a decimal point is provided).  



5.  DISTRIBUTION AND RETENTION 



  Each DSC will determine the number of copies and will implement distribution and retention to fit the desired work flow as indicated in chapter 5, section IX, paragraph 205905.  



6.  PROCEDURES FOR REVIEW AND PROCESSING 



  As implemented by the individual DSCs (see chapter 5, section IX, paragraph 205905).  
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
