�  c.  Captions and Explanation of Data Elements:



    (1) NATIONAL STOCK NUMBER - (16-positions, 13-digits with dashes separating the component parts).



    (2) MIL STD 726 PKG DATA - Coded data, left-justified, data elements in the sequence as listed in DLAM 4130.3, Volume II, Part 5, Appendix  E-502 P, if available.



    (3) ADDITIONAL PKG DATA - In-the-clear packaging data statements.  Up to seven lines of data may be printed per NSN, if available.



    (4) SVC CODE - Service Code - Indicates the Service that transferred the item as follows:  A = Army; N = Navy; F = Air Force.



5.  DISTRIBUTION AND RETENTION



  Distribute to the Directorate of Technical Operations.  The number of copies and retention will be determined by each DSC.
