    (1) NSN/PGC - National Stock Number or Project Group Code perpetu-ated from MDWL (thirteen positions).



    (2) RB PRI - Priority and backorder indicator B perpetuated from MDWL.  The first two positions are the direct delivery priority and the third position is the backorder indicator (three positions).



    (3) SMCC - Selective Management Category Code perpetuated from the MDWL (two positions).



    (4) RECEIVED SECTION - Julian date the MDWL was mechanically as-signed to a Technician/Specialist in the DTO Section (five positions).



    (5) COMPLETED SECTION - Julian date the MDWL was completed by the Technician/Specialist in the DTO Section (five positions).



    (6) SECTION ORC - Output Routing Code for the Technician/Specialist assigned to the MDWL in the DTO Section (seven positions).



    (7) RECEIVED PACKAGING - Julian date the MDWL was assigned to a DTO Packaging Specialist (five positions).



    (8) PACKAGING ORC - Output Routing Code for the DTO Packaging Spec-ialist assigned to the MDWL (seven positions).



    (9) DELAY CODE - The DTO Delay Reason Code identified in the indi-vidual MDWLs which will be perpetuated to this report (one position).



   (10) DAYS DELAY - The number of days that the MDWL is delayed.  This is the current date minus the Delay Reason Code date.  The Delay Reason Code date is mechanically generated and entered on the MDWL Detailed Data Screen at the time a Delay Reason Code is entered on the MDWL Total User Workload Screen.
