    (3) SMCC - Selective Management Category Code perpetuated from the MDWL (two positions).



    (4) RECEIVED SECTION - Julian date the MDWL was mechanically assigned to a Technical/Specialist in the DQA Section (five positions).



    (5) SECTION ORC - Output Routing Code for the Technician/Specialist assigned to the MDWL in the DQA Section (seven positions).
