�   (13) NR DAYS - Number of days difference between current date and the 25-day advice is required.  If date is prefixed with A, the number of days shown represents the days left before item becomes delinquent.  If date is prefixed with D, the number of days shown represents the days the item is delinquent.  If 25-day advice has been furnished but the item requires file maintenance, action, print it but omit number of days as A or D for advice (parts I, II, III and IV).
