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             LINE ITEM ADVICE QUALITY REQUIREMENT/TRANSACTION





1.  PURPOSE





  Advises the DSC when a new item has been identified as having special quality requirements.  New items, which require special control or quality assurances that exceed normal handling practices, must include a comprehensive statement of the specialized requirements along with the technical documentation for the item.  DIC CXT transaction is to be used for this purpose.  Upon receipt of CXT, it is transmitted to the CTDF Option E.





2.  ORIGIN





  This report is produced as a result of the provisioning process when an SSR is being accepted for processing and has been identified, by the submitting service, as requiring special control or quality assurance that exceeds normal handling practices.

    (9) TY-CRIT APP - Type is Critical Application (one position).  Code to indicate whether item is peculiar (P) or common (C).





    (10) EQUIP/SYS APPL - Equipment/System Application (maximum 21 positions).  Name of major assembly or end item and weapon system code.





    (11) TTDA - Transfer of Technical Data Availability (one position).  Code indicating whether data is available (A) or not available (N).





    (12) LOC - Location (one position).  Location of data (L for losing item manager or R if at Repository).





    (13) LIM RGTS - Limited Rights (one position).  G entered if Government has limited rights.





    (14) ADQ FOR MFG - Adequate for Manufacture (one position).  M if data has been determined adequate for manufacturing the item.





    (15) TRAN TO DLA - Transferred to Defense Logistics Agency (four positions).  Month and year data transfered to DLA.





    (16) ACF - Activity Code From (two positions).
