    (4) DOCNO, Document Number (19 positions).  





    (5) FYL-MAINT-CD, File Maintenance Code (one position).  





    (6) ASGD-NSN/ASGD-PSCN/SYS-CTLNO, Assigned National Stock Number/Assigned Permanent System Control Number/System Control Number (16 positions, 13 digits with dashes separating the component parts).  





    (7) MANU-INP-CTL-DATA, Manual Input Control Data - Originator's references to source data or reason for interrogation (16 positions).  





    (8) ORC, Output Routing Code (three positions).  





    (9) DIC-INP, Input DIC (three positions).  





   (10) VRC, Violation Reason Code, SAMMS Error/Advice Code (two positions).
