1.  PURPOSE 





  To provide a listing of In-Process Suspense status records which were not satisfied by a positive DLSC response within the timeframe authorized by the Priority Indicator Code.  





2.  ORIGIN 





  The listing is produced:  





  a.  When DLSC has not responded to a manually generated transaction containing DIC LSC, LSF, LSR, LFU, LTI, LTM, or LVE.  Under this condition a followup cannot be mechanically generated to DLSC.  





  b.  When a second computer generated followup is forwarded to DLSC and thereafter until the suspense record has been cleared by a positive DLSC response or canceled as a result of no response from DLSC.  Suspense records for which no DLSC response has been received will be listed twice.  At the time of the second listing the suspense record will be cleared.  





  c.  When DLSC has not responded to a manually generated DIC LTM and 30 days have passed, the suspense record will be listed.  If no response is received and 60 days have passed, the suspense record will be listed and deleted.

    (4) LFU-DOCNO, Document Control Number of followup (system generated or manually prepared) (16 positions).  





    (5) DIC-INP, Document Identifier Code of original transaction (three positions).





    (6) DEL-IND, Delete Indicator.  A double asterisk (**) will appear when a suspense record has been deleted from the file (two positions).
