  c.  Captions and explanation of data elements.  



    (1) APPLICATION - The name of the directorate, office, individual or computer application/process (equates to the ORC) which generated the DIC LTI/LVA.  The DIRCT/OFC/IND are numerous and is used as a general term which identifies manually generated LTIs.  



    (2) ORC - Output Routing Code.  A three position code assigned to identify a directorate, office, individual or computer application/ process (see appendix A-49).  For this report, ORCs beginning with A through D, F through P, S through T, W, and Z (with Z in second position) identify manually generated LTIs.  All other ORCs identify system generated DIC LTIs/LVAs.  When the second and/or third positions of the ORC are not shown, it indicates that the count has been grouped, i.e., if one DIC LTI each was generated with ORCs ABC, ADC, and ACC, a count of three would be placed adjacent to ORC A.  If one DIC LTI each was generated for ORC ZR0, ZR1, and ZR2, a count of three would be placed adjacent to ORC ZR.  When all three positions of the ORC are shown, it indicates a count was taken for DIC LTIs/LVAs reflecting that specific ORC.  



    (3) Quantity Interrogations Generated.  



      (a) To DLSC TIR - Total quantity of DIC LTIs/LVAs (manual and system generated) processed to the DLSC TIR for ORC indicated.  



      (b) To DSC TIR - Total quantity of DIC LTIs/LVAs (manual and system generated) processed to the DSC TIR for ORC indicated.  



      (c) Total - Sum total of DIC LTI quantities reflected in subparagraphs 4c(3)(a) and (b) for ORC indicated.  



    (4) Percentage of Total Generated.  



      Represents the percentage of the total DIC LTIs/LVAs processed to DLSC/DSC TIR for all ORCs listed; the percentage of the total transactions which were manually generated and the percentage of the transactions which were system generated.  Quantities reflected under the column heading TOTAL are used to calculate the percentages as follows:
