1.  PURPOSE 



  To provide a list of an entire family record when changes to a Family Head result in a Standardization Status Code change to Zero, FSC change, Subgroup Code error or cancellation action.  DTO will utilize this list for a manual review to reconstruct Family, reinstate NSN, correct Subgroup Code assignments, or to initiate action to transfer NAPs to gaining FSC.  The listing will be output prior to process of the TIR File Maintenance (FM) to the ISF.  



2.  ORIGIN 



  This list is output by Technical Subsystem when processing a Federal Catalog Change from DLSC or FM to ISF.



3.  FREQUENCY 



  The printout is/may be output each FM cycle, four times monthly, approximately seven days between processing cycles.

    (1) ASGD-NSN/PSCN/MPN, Assigned National Stock Number/Assigned Permanent System Control Number/Military Part Number.  Head of Family.  Identifies the authorized for Procurement (AP) item (20 positions).



    (2) ISC (AP), Item Standardization Code assigned to AP item (one position).  



    (3) SUBGROUP (AP), Subgroup Code of Order Of Use (OOU) to AP item (two positions).



    (4) ASGD NSN (NAP), Assigned National Stock Number, Not Authorized for Procurement (NAP).  For each family record as applicable (16 positions, 13 digits with dashes separating the component parts).



    (5) ISC (NAP), Item Standardization Code Assigned to NAP item (one position).



    (6) SUBGROUP CD (NAP), Subgroup Code of Order Of Use (OOU) to NAP item (two positions).



    (7) JUMP-TO CD, Jump-To-Code (two positions).



    (8) RSN CD, Reason Code.  A one position number code of 1, 2, 3, 4, 5, or 6 which identifies the reason the associated NIINs appear on the report.



      (a) Reason Code 1 - Indicates Subgroup Codes are Invalid or Incomplete.



      (b) Reason Code 2 - Indicates the FSC of the RNIIN has been changed.



      (c) Reason Code 3 - Indicates the RNIIN is canceled.



      (d) Reason Code 4 - Indicates NIIN/PSCN status in error.



      (e) Reason Code 5 - Former Head of Family with referenced members.



      (f) Reason Code 6 - KDS processed against Head of Family.
