The EIRSL type publication is issued as a proposal for standard-ization decisions pertaining to an emergency procurement problem.  PIRSL publication is issued when obtaining comments/approval on routine standardization decisions.



2.  ORIGIN



  This report is output by the Technical Subsystem during compilation of an IRS.



3.  FREQUENCY



  This report is output each file maintenance cycle or four times monthly, approximately seven days between processing cycles, when applicable.
