    (4) REPL-STZC - Replacement Standardization Status Code (one position).  





    (5) CAGE - Commercial and Government Entity (five positions).  





    (6) PART NUMBER - Reference Number Logistics that identifies the part number(s) for the NSN (the entries of CAGE and Part Numbers are limited to 20 each) (32 positions).  





    (7) DATA FURNISHED - This is a printed title to head up a column to be utilized by technicians in DTO.
