      (b) STZC - Standardization Status Code.  2 - Total count of STZC 2 NSNs with Publication Flag P released in CIRL after DIC YAY input.  Count excludes Generic STZC 2.





      (c) STZC - Standardization Status Code.  C - Total count of STZC C NSNs with Publication Flag P released in CIRL after DIC YAY input.
