   (12) IRS PROJECT NO. - Item Reduction Study Project Number to be assigned to latest study (four positions).  



   (13) INC - Item Name Code (five positions).  



   (14) AAC - Acquisition Advice Code (one position).  



   (15) RNC - Reference Number Code (one position).  



   (16) PRC - Proposal Reason Code (one position).  



   (17) MC - Management Code (one position).

   (19) RECORD OR PUB DATE - Date record built on ISF or date of IRS Publication (five positions).  



   (20) SV/AG SUSP DATE - Service/Agency Suspense Date required for return of IRS Publication comments (five positions).  



   (21) PURGE DATE - Date assigned to item standardization record for purging (five positions).
