    (5) SMS - Supply Management Status (appendix A-84) (one position).



    (6) SSC - Standardization Status Code (one position).



    (7) CMD - Catalog Management Data Indicator Code (appendix A-86) (one position).



    (8) PCC MPQ - Phrase Code Counter.  Indicates the Number of M, P or Q phrases present on the item (two positions).



    (9) PCC TOT - Phrase Code Counter Total.  Indicates total number of phrase codes present on the item (two positions).



   (10) SOS SOSM - Source of Supply, Source of Supply Modifier (three positions).

�   (24) OTHER USERS COUNTERS - Positions are left to right as follows:  DSC, Army, Air Force, Marine, Navy, Coast Guard, Federal Aviation Administration, Job Corps, National Security Agency, Defense Industrial Supply Center, Defense Contruction Supply Center, Defense Intelligence Agency, Other (all other users except Civilian Agencies), Civilian Agencies (all MOE Rules beginning with letter G).  Zero indicates not DSC-managed.  One indicates Service/Agency is DSC-managed.  Last two fields (OTH-CIV) indicate number of other Military or Civilian Agency users that are DSC-managed.
