When positions 17-18 are RM or RL, positions 19-20 may be blank or an Activity Code other than the processing DSC.  If positions 19-20 have value, positions 21-30 must be blank.  If positions 19-20 are blank, positions 21-22 and 23-24 must contain valid Activity Codes other than the processing DSC and positions 25-30 may be blank or contain Activity Codes other than the processing DSC.  Positions 21-30 cannot contain embedded blanks.



NOTE 3:  When positions 17-18 are DD, DW, or RM, positions 31-34 must be blank. When positions 17-18 are RL, positions 31-43 must contain a valid NSN (different from assigned NSN, DRNs 3990 and 4000).  When positions 17-18 are RA, RB, or DL, positions 31-43 must contain an NSN under the cognizance of the processing DSC (different from assigned NSN, DRNs 3990 and 4000).
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
