               DLSC FILE MAINTENANCE REJECTS AND APPROVALS



1.  PURPOSE 



  This appendix provides instructions for processing Report Nos. F-304, F-314, F-324, F-325, and F-385.  Report No. F-304 will contain proposed DLSC inputs which were rejected or returned by DLSC.  If any additional errors are detected by the DSC edit, the output package will be printed on Report No. F-325.  Report F-325 will contain a computer generated segment P with machine assigned error codes along with the DLSC notification that failed to pass the DSC edit or the unidentifiable transaction.  Report F-314 will contain notification of DLSC approvals for DSC submittals, KFR data and KFU data (when KNA is contained in an accompanying segment R) and segment M data (when applicable) for DLSC File Maintenance output except PSCN.  Report No. F-324 will contain all PSCN File Maintenance including segment M data.  Report F-385 will be output for DPSC only as a result of receiving DLSC File Maintenance in FSG 65 and FSCs 6630 and 6640 for DICs KAT, KIF, or KTD containing segments A and M or segments A, M, and Z only.

3.  RESPONSIBLE ORGANIZATIONAL ELEMENT 



  The Directorate of Technical Operations is the office of primary responsibility.  



4.  PROCEDURES/INSTRUCTIONS 



  a.  Distribution Clerk, Management Support Office, will:  



    (1) Receive two copies of Report No. F-325 and one copy of Report 

Nos. F-304, F-314, F-324 and F-385 and B-105 cards. 

�    (2) Distribute the reports as follows:  



      (a) One copy of Report No.  F-324 to the Standardization Division.  



      (b) Two copies of Report No. F-325 and one copy of Report Nos.   F-304, F-314, F-385, and B-105 to the Catalog Operations Branch, Cataloging Division.  



      (c) One copy of Report F-304 identified with ORC E__ to Technical Services Division to be processed in accordance with appendix E-223 P.



  b.  Technicians, Standardization Division, will receive Report F-324 and utilize for internal control and/or statistics, as required by the DSC, and retain indefinitely to maintain a record of PSCN assignments.  



  c.  Technicians, Catalog Operations Branch, will:  



    (1) Receive two copies of Report No. F-325 and one copy of Report 

Nos. F-304, F-314 and B-105.  



    (2) Retain one copy of Report No. F-325 as master control 

documents, as required by the DSC, and/or  for any further action which may be required as follows:  



      (a) Repetitive rejects or returns received on Report No. F-304 may indicate the need for additional training or revision to procedures covering the preparation of DLSC input transactions.  



      (b) Receipt of Report No. F-325 is an indication that the system has failed in some respect.  This report indicates that a supposedly valid transaction was released by DLSC (i.e., KNA, KRE, KIR, etc.) and when received by the DSC, could not be processed through the system as designed.  This report may also contain unidentifiable transactions (input or output).  Action may be required on the part of management to ascertain the cause of the system failure.  Research evaluation must be made on a case-by-case basis in conjunction with counterparts in the Office of Data Systems and/or with DLSC.  



NOTE:  When the VRC is WY, see appendix E-203V for definition and processing instructions.  



    (3) Separate the remaining copies of Report Nos. F-314 and F-325 

into categories (rejects, returns, new item submittals, and Descriptive Method Item Identification (DMII) changes) by ORC for transactions manually submitted by the DSC and designated technician for system or other originated transactions.  Forward Report Nos. F-304, F-314 and   F-325 to the individual Technicians within the Cataloging Division and return, concurrently, any associated documents which are being held in a suspense status.  



  d.  Technicians, Cataloging Division, will:  



    (1) Receive the rejects, returns, new items, or DMII changes.  

�    (2) Analyze the rejects/returns on Report No. F-304, utilizing the Return Action Codes (see DoD 4100.39-M, Volume 10, Chapter 2) to determine the degree of processing accomplished by DLSC and the degree or method of corrective action required for the SAMMS Suspense File and/or the resubmittal of a corrected input to DLSC.  System generated transactions that are rejected by DLSC should be researched/evaluated on a case-by-case basis.  It may be necessary to refer to Report No. F-339, AUTODIN Message Control Report, part 3 for a mirror image of the transaction to ascertain whether:  



      (a) A corrected input can be prepared for resubmittal to DLSC.  



      (b) Action may be required on the part of management in conjunction with counter parts in the Office of Data Systems and/or DLA Systems Design Center (DSDC).  



EXPLANATION:  Certain Return Action Codes received from DLSC are classified by the computer as rejects and returns and are placed in a Reject Suspense status in the suspense file.  If upon analysis of this type of return it is determined that no further action is required (to DLSC), action must be taken to delete the item from Reject Suspense status.  If an item in a Reject Suspense status is not deleted by the submittal of a corrected DLSC input or by a Suspense File Control input, it will appear on each subsequent Unanswered Reject Suspense (Report No. F-307) until deleted.  When a corrected input will be submitted to DLSC and the same DCN is used, the Rejects Suspense will be moved to In-Process by the computer.  When return/action code is TP, forward data to Office of Planning and Management through MSO.  



    (3) Prepare necessary re-input documents as follows:  



      (a) Prepare corrected input to DLSC in accordance with appendix  E-201 P (E-218 P for segment H data), or 



      (b) Prepare input to delete Rejects Suspense in accordance with appendix E-202 P, using File Maintenance Code D.  



    (4) Utilize Report No. F-314 as notification of approval of a previous input to DLSC and to accomplish any follow-on action such as:  



      (a) Forwarding provisioning packages, annotated with the new NSN, to the Provisioning Coordination Office.  



      (b) Forwarding new and/or revised Purchase Item Descriptions (PIDs) to the input preparation facility.  



      (c) When Report No. F-314 contains DIC KFU with a followup Status Code (DRN 0166) of AX or FX, process in accordance with appendix       E-914 P.  



      (d) When F-314 Report contains KFR, it indicates a service has been recorded against a nonstandard item for which there is a related standard item.  No action is required.  



      (e) F-314 Report containing segment M data should be retained and utilized as a ready reference until receipt of microfiche is received covering the data.  

�    (5) Analyze F-325 Report to determine the appropriate action to take as follows:  



      (a) If the data represents a package which DLSC rejected or returned, process in the same manner as described for F-304 Report.



      (b) If the data represents an approval from DLSC, process in the same manner as described for F-314 Report.  Further action may be required due to the fact that the notification data appearing on the   F-325 may have been rejected by DSC edit and the TIR File Maintenance data may have processed into the TIR or vice versa.  (Rejected TIR File Maintenance data will appear on F-303 Report.) 



      (c) If the data represents an interrogation reply (DIC KIR) and the input DIC is LVA, action must be taken immediately to correct the erroneous data.  Accompanying the F-325 Report will be B-105 Report, an EAM card deck for all rejected KIR replies that reflected on input DIC of LVA.  (See attachment 1 for format.) Reproduce the B-105 cards correcting the erroneous data as shown on the segment P line of the    F-325 for the appropriate item.  Submit the corrected B-105 cards in time for the next Technical Subsystem cycle.  



NOTE:  Check the Package Sequence Numbers (pos. 7-9) of the B-105 cards.  Repunch as required to maintain package integrity.



    (6) F-385 Report, containing segment M Data as a result of a new or reinstated NSN, DIC LN_ or LB_, should be retained and utilized as a ready reference until receipt of the microfiche.  When the F-385 is the result of LTI, forward to technician designated by the ORC.
