1.  PURPOSE





  This appendix provides instructions for processing Reports F-304 and F-311 identified with ORC E__.





2.  BACKGROUND





  When a YQL transaction including PMC/PMSC is processed to the Contracting Subsystem an LTI transaction is generated for the purpose of subsequently updating the AMC/AMSC in the DLSC TIR.  If the reply contains data that indicate the NSN does not qualify for mechanical updating the transaction is output on Report F-311/F-304 for manual review.

4.  RESPONSIBLE ORGANIZATIONAL ELEMENT





  The Directorate of Technical Operations is the office of primary responsibility.





5.  PROCEDURES/INSTRUCTIONS





  a.  Distribution Clerks, Management Support Office will receive Reports F-304 and F-311 and distribute one copy each to the Catalog Division.





  b.  Catalog Division will receive Reports F-304 and F-311 identified with ORC E__.





    (1) F-311 will be reviewed and processed as follows:





      (a) If F-311 contains a DIC KIR which does not include a Segment B reflecting a MOE Rule with the processing DSC as the PICA and no futures data are present, review for possible CTDF delete.  If DIC KIR contains futures data (Segment Z) reflecting the processing DSC as the PICA, further examination is required.  The second and third positions of the ORC in the header of the transaction indicate the AMC and AMSC that are recorded in the CTDF for the NSN.  If the codes in the Segment Z do not agree, a DIC YQL is required when effective date is reached to trigger the transaction to update the TIR AMC/AMSC codes.  Submittal of DIC YQL will be coordinated with Technical Services Division.  If DIC KIR contains pending FSC change, no further action is required.

      (b) If F-311 contains DIC KTN, this indicates there are no Segments B recorded in the TIR, or the DSC is not recorded on the item.  Forward to Technical Services Division to be reviewed for possible CTDF delete.





      (c) If F-311 contains DIC KFS indicating a cancellation, forward to Technical Services Division to be reviewed for possible CTDF delete.





    (2) F-304 with input DIC of LTI will be reviewed and processed as follows:





      (a) DIC KRE with return code FN indicates no record of NSN in TIR.  Verify submitted NSN.  If in error, coordinate with Technical Services Division to submit a DIC YQL for correct NSN and to take corrective action to Contracting Subsystem records.  





      (b) DIC KRE/KRU with other than Return Code FN may be an indication of a system problem since transactions are system generated and should be brought to the attention of management to be coordinated with counterparts in the Office of Data System and DLA Systems Automation Center (DSAC).





    (3) F-304 with input DIC of LCD will be researched/evaluated on an individual basis utilizing the Return Action Codes (see DoD 4100.39-M, Volume 10, Chapter 2) and action taken as necessary as some rejects may be a result of timing.





NOTE:  If research reveals that the transaction should be resubmitted, prepare a DIC YQL which will subsequently cause the generation of a DIC LCD to update the TIR since DIC LCD to change AMC/AMSC cannot be submitted manually.
