1.  PURPOSE 





  This report is used to notify the Cataloging Division of delinquent B and H segments suspended in the NIIN Request File.  





2.  BACKGROUND 





  This report contains a listing of Document Control Numbers relating to suspended B and H segments in the NIIN Request File.  These segments have been suspended in the file more than 15 days awaiting the input of an LN_ or LCP cataloging action from the functional element containing matching Document Control Numbers.

4.  RESPONSIBLE ORGANIZATION ELEMENT 





  The Directorate of Technical Operations is the office of primary responsibility.  





5.  PROCEDURES/INSTRUCTIONS 





  a.  Distribution Clerks, Management Support Office, will receive one copy of Report No. F-205, part IV, and distribute to the Cataloging Division.  





  b.  Technicians, Cataloging Division will:  





    (1) Receive Report No. F-205, Part IV, and review the Document Control Number against the manual suspense file of pending NSN requests to determine if an LN_ or LCP action has been prepared.  





    (2) If an LN_ or LCP action has been prepared, perform the necessary research to determine the current status of the action.  





    (3) If an NSN request is required but has not yet been prepared, initiate an LN_ or LCP action in accordance with appendix B-201.  





    (4) If it is determined that an NSN is not required, prepare a YDX action in accordance with appendix B-223 to delete the suspended B and H data from the NIIN Request File.  Advise the Provisioning Control Office of the decision.  





    (5) The listing may be destroyed after completion.  
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
