3.  RESPONSIBLE ORGANIZATIONAL ELEMENT



  The Directorate of Technical Operations is the office of primary responsibility.



4.  PROCEDURES/INSTRUCTIONS



  a.  Analyst MSO examines Report F-999 to determine if a recurring problem due to some known preexisting condition or if equipment failure exists. 



  b.  Reinput if the failure was in the input phase.



  c.  Forward those Unprocessible Transactions identified as an ADP problem  to System Division, Office of Planning and Management. 



    (1) Systems and Procedures Specialist will analyze problem.



    (2) Systems and Procedures Specialist will prepare 558 for resolution of this Unprocessible Transaction.



  d.  Distribute those Unprocessible Transactions known to be TIR DATA, to Catalog Operations Branch.



    (1) Technicians Catalog Operations Branch will receive Unprocessible Transactions TIR data.



    (2) Assemble any related reports, containing the same Positive Identification Number and source documents for the initial input transaction and distribute to the immediate Supervisor of the originating technicans. 



    (3) Incomplete Data Received:  Use whatever method necessary to determine the same POSITIVE Identification Number of the initial input transaction documents.



    (4) Supervisor to distribute assembled data to originating technician.



    (5) Originating technician to initiate necessary action, as recommended by immediate Supervisor.



    (6) Technician to return this Unprocessible Transaction on which no procedures or instructions have been violated to Directorate of Technical Operations MSO.



    (7) MSO Analyst will forward this Unprocessible Transaction  to Systems Division, Office of Planning and Management. 

�    (8) Systems and Procedures Specialist will analyze problem.



    (9) Systems and Procedures Specialist will prepare 558 for resolution of this Unprocessible Transaction.



  e.  Distribute those Unprocessible Transactions known to be TISCA Data to Technical Data Management Office (TDMD).



    (1) Technicians, (TDMD) will receive and review Unprocessible Transactions to determine processing action required.



    (2) Those Unprocessible Transactions that have ORC available will be returned to submitter.



      (a) ORC - SCC to Cataloging Division.



      (b) ORC - SSS to Technical Services Division.



      (c) ORC - S1H AND S1T to TDMD.



      (d) ORC - S1S/SSO/SSN to Standardization Division.



      (e) All other ORCs to individual submitter.



    (3) INCOMPLETE DATA RECEIVED:  Use whatever method necessary to determine Positive Identification Number which will lead to ORC of the original input data.



    (4) Distribute to originating Technician.



    (5) Technician to initiate necessary action, as recommended by immediate Supervisor.



    (6) Technician to return this Unprocessible Transaction on which no procedures or instructions have been violated to Directorate of Technical Operations MSO.



    (7) MSO Analyst will forward this Unprocessible Transaction  to Systems Division, Office of Planning and Management. 



    (8) Systems and Procedures Specialist will analyze problem.



    (9) Systems and Procedures Specialist will prepare 558 for resolution of this Unprocessible Transaction.
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
